Later a typewriter was invented and jobs as secretaries became available for women. Some women became teachers. Women were now allowed to vote and the first female presidents came. Some women were involved in politics.
To my thinking, the role of women has changed quite a lot. I think all changes that happened in the 20th century were good, because women became to be treated more equally and even more due to the processes of emancipation. So some women get the possibility to fly into space.
