A The heroes of the modern world for today's teenagers are usually pop stars, football players, actors, models and other celebrities. A hundred years ago, though, long before television and the Internet, the heroes that were admired were explorers. Explorers lived adventurous lives in jungles, deserts and on the sea, and often found themselves in dangerous situations. People admired their strength and courage, and read about their adventures in newspapers and books.

В Batteries are an easy way to give electricity to many things in our lives, from cars to mobile phones and children's toys. Most people throw away used batteries in their rubbish, but that is not a good way to get rid of them: batteries contain dangerous metals and chemicals, and these can get into the ground and, from there, into our water supply. There are places where you can leave used batteries that do not create problems for the environment.

D The largest desert in the world is in Antarctica. It has an area of about 14,000,000 km2. The amount of rain that falls there is very low, around 20 millimetres a year. So Antarctica is a 'cold desert', and the Sahara is a 'hot desert'.

E If you are lost in nature and need to survive, fire can be your best friend. Fire can keep you warm in cold places. You can use it to cook food, and eating hot food means that your body doesn't have to use as much energy to produce body heat to keep you warm. You can also use fire to make water clean and safe to drink, to produce smoke for rescuers to see and to protect you from animals.
