PROCERDURE
Introduction
T : Good morning, students. I like watching your smiling faces and I hope your spirit is high enough to make our work today successful. To begin with I suggest you to give answers to the following questions and you 'II get a key -word.
(Crossword)
1. A place where you can buy different things: goods , food , etc. (market).
2. A piece of metal used as money (coin).
3. Paper money (banknote).
4. A person who sells something (seller).
5. Someone who buys something (buyer).
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T : And now you can read the key -word . It's the topic of our today lesson .Let's begin our discussion with the song. You know, friends, that there are so many different songs about money. I'd like you to listen to one of the most famous ones sung by legendary group "ABBA". You've heard it already.
