Here is the question. The name of this animal means “no water” in the aboriginal language.

But there is one place in Britain where the scarecrow is never burnt. It’s St. Peter’s school. Why?

Here is the right answer. Guy Fawks was a pupil of this school. According to its traditions they don’t burn their pupils.

Attention! Here is the question. Name the painkiller which was given to the dog called Pete in Mark’s Twain’s novel “The adventures of Tom Sawyer”.

8. The teacher of Russian … is in the game.

Attention! Here is the question. The Scottish sailor Alexander Selkirk was known all over in the world. Who was his literary prototype? The author of this novel wrote it in 1719 at the old age. 

Your time is up. Who will answer?

Here is the right answer. The literary prototype of Alexander Selkirk is Robinson Crusoe, the main hero of the novel by Daniel Defoe.
