3. Mozart's family was not big: his mother – Anna Maria Pertl , his father – Leopold Mozart , his elder sister- Maria-Anna, called Nannerl and Wolfgang Amadeus. 5
4. Mozart wrote straight off the top of his head. There were no second thoughts, no mistakes, no crossings out. 9
5. Salzburg is one of the most beautiful cities  in Austria. It’s a birthplace and a native city of W.A. Mozart. It became the city of music thanks  to the great composer. 3
7. During his short life Mozart wrote a lot of different compositions. Among them there are 27 piano concertos, 23 string quartets, 6 operas, 35 violin sonatas, 41 symphonies, religious music and serenades. 10

9. One of the greatest composers of the world was born on January 27, 1756  in Salzburg and died on December 5, 1791 in Vienna. 4
10. Wolfgang loved music from his childhood, Leopold was his first teacher. Together with Nannerl they played a lot at home and during their musical tours. 6
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
