These three men were responsible for the discovery of the molecular structure of deoxyribonucleic acid ( D N A) in 1962.

(Dr. Franci Crick, Professor Wilkins and American Professor Games Watson, medicine and physiology.)

He was awarded the Nobel Prize in 1983 for his novels.
