Ученик сидит за столом.

У 1: Mmm … May be … Australia is … Mmm …

Другой ученик спрашивает:

У 2: (имя) what’s wrong with you?

У 1: Oh! I must do a report about Australia, but my Internet doesn’t work! What should I do?

У 2: Why don’t you go to the library?

У 1: Me?! To the library?! Are you joking?

У 2: Well, I see. Ok, I can help you. Look, I’ve got a magic wand.

В 1: Welcome to Australia! (звучит гимн Австралии).
В 2: Australia,  officially  the Commonwealth  of Australia, is a country comprising the mainland of the Australian continent, the island of Tasmania and numerous smaller islands. It is the world's sixth-largest country by total area. Neighbouring  countries include Indonesia, East Timor and Papua New Guinea to the north; the Solomon Islands, Vanuatu and New Caledonia to the north-east; and New Zealand to the south-east.
В 1: For at least 40,000 years before European settlement in the late 18th century, Australia was inhabited by indigenous Australians, who belonged to one or more of roughly 250 language groups. The ancestors of Indigenous Australians are believed to have arrived in Australia some 40,000 to 60,000 years ago, but possibly as early as 70,000 years ago. They developed a hunter-gatherer lifestyle, established enduring spiritual and artistic traditions and utilised stone technologies. At the time of first European contact, it has been estimated the existing population was at least 350,000, while recent archaeological finds suggest that a population of 750,000 could have been sustained. People appear to have arrived by sea during a period of glaciation, when New Guinea and Tasmania were joined to the continent. The journey still required sea travel however, making them amongst the world’s earlier mariners. (на сцене аборигены)
В 2: Australian aboriginals were famous by the art. Aboriginal art is believed to be the oldest continuing tradition of art in the world. Evidence of Aboriginal art can be traced back at least 30,000 years and is found throughout Australia (notably at Uluru and Kakadu National Park in the Northern Territory). In terms of age and abundance, cave art in Australia is comparable to that of Lascaux and Altamira in Europe.
В 1: Permanent European settlers arrived at Sydney in 1788 and came to control most of the continent by end of the 19th century. Bastions of largely unaltered Aboriginal societies survived, particularly in Northern and Western Australia into the 20th century, until finally, a group of Pintupi people of the Gibson Desert became the last people to be contacted by outsider ways in 1984. While much knowledge was lost, Aboriginal art, music and culture, often scorned by Europeans during the initial phases of contact, survived and in time came to be celebrated by the wider Australian community. В 2: Today Australia is a highly developed country. With the second-highest human development index globally, Australia ranks highly in many international comparisons of national performance, such as quality of life, health, education, economic freedom, and the protection of civil liberties and political rights.
В 1: Canberra is the capital of Australia. With a population of 367,000, it is Australia's largest inland city and the eighth-largest city overall. As the seat of the government of Australia, Canberra is the site of Parliament House, the High Court and numerous government departments and agencies. It is also the location of many social and cultural institutions of national significance. 
В 2: Australia has six states — New South Wales, Queensland, South Australia, Tasmania, Victoria, and Western Australia — and two major mainland territories — the Australian Capital Territory and the Northern Territory. Each of these states has its own capitals. Sydney – is the capital of New South Wales, Melbourne – is the capital of Victoria, Brisbane – the capital of Queensland, the capital of South Australia is Adelaide, the capital of Western Australia is Pert, and Hobart – the capital of Tasmania.
В 1: Australia is well-known by its sightseeing.

1: The Sydney Opera House is a multi-venue performing arts centre in Sydney, New South Wales, Australia. The Sydney Opera House is a modern expressionist design, with a series of large precast concrete "shells". Although the roof structures of the Sydney Opera House are commonly referred to as "shells" (as they are in this article), they are in fact not shells in a strictly structural sense, but are instead precast concrete panels supported by precast concrete ribs. The Opera House houses the following performance venues: The Concert Hall, The Joan Sutherland Theatre, The Drama Theatre, The Playhouse, The Studio, The Utzon Room, The Forecourt.
2: Sea Life Sydney Aquarium  is a public aquarium located in the city of Sydney, New South Wales, Australia. It is located on the eastern side of Darling  Harbour to the north of  the  Pyrmont  Bridge. It is a full institutional member of the Zoo and Aquarium Association and the World Association of Zoos and Aquariums.The aquarium contains a large variety of Australian aquatic life, displaying more than 650 species comprising more than 6,000 individual fish and other sea and water creatures from most of Australia's water habitats.
3: Uluru, also known as Ayers Rock, is a large sandstone rock formation in the southern part of the Northern Territory, central Australia. It lies 335 km (208 mi) south west of the nearest large town, Alice Springs, 450 km by road. Kata Tjuta and Uluru are the two major features of the Uluṟu-Kata Tjuṯa National Park. Uluru is sacred to the Anangu, the Aboriginal people of the area. The area around the formation is home to a plethora of springs, waterholes, rock caves and ancient paintings. Uluru is listed as a World Heritage Site.

В 2: Australia is famous by its outstanding people: actors, singers, politicians. Among them there are: Alan Marshal – the writer, Paul Hogan – the actor, Russel Crowe – the actor, and Kylie Minogue – the singer. (на сцене песня)
