George Gordon Byron

George Gordon Byron, a famous English poet, was born in London in 1788. After the death of his father his mother left London and lived with her son in Scotland. When the boy was eleven, his grandfather’s brother died and inherited the title of lord. At seventeen he entered Cambridge University and there his literary career began.

The poet became famous in England and in other countries when he published his poem “Child Harold’s Pilgrimage.” He wrote many other poetical works. Pushkin and Lermontov liked this poet. They translated some of his poems into Russian.

The poet travelled a lot. In Italy he joined the Carbounari, a revolutionary organization, that was struggling for the national independence.


In Greece he fell ill with typhus and died in April, 1824. The poet’s name is well-known in our country and all over the world.
