Говорение – продуктивный вид речевой деятельности, по средствам которого (совместно с аудированием) осуществляется устное вербальное общение. Содержанием говорения является выражение мыслей в устной форме. В основе говорения лежат произносительные, лексические, грамматические навыки. Говорение есть выражение своих мыслей в целях решения задач процесса общения.Процесс общения, главным образом, характеризуется спонтанностью и зависимостью от ситуации, в которой непосредственно и протекает. Таким образом, выделяют ситуативность как один из главных принципов обучения говорению.
Ситуативность как принцип в общих чертах означает, что все обучение  говорению происходит на основе и при помощи ситуаций.
При обучении устной иноязычной речи создавать естественные ситуации общения нелегко. Возникающие сами по себе в учебной обстановке ситуации общения имеют, во-первых, узкую содержательную задачу, во-вторых, они с очень большой вероятностью реализуются на родном языке.
Для создания ситуаций общения могут использоваться рисунки, фотографии, схематические опоры.Учебные речевые ситуации как средство организации обучения – это  задания, моделирующие жизненные обстоятельства.
Говорение есть выражение своих мыслей в целях решения задач процесса общения.
Сегодня одним из самых актуальных вопросов для учителей иностранных языков, работающих в старшей школе, является введение устной части в Единый государственный экзамен. Несмотря на то, что раздел «Говорение» является необязательным, большинство выпускников планируют его сдавать, чтобы получить максимальное количество баллов за экзамен.

The worst problems for birds in winter are getting enough heat and holding on to
the heat once it is made. These are problems for all birds. But it is especially true
for very small ones. They cannot find enough food. The weather stays so cold for
so long that they cannot eat enough to keep alive. But birds have many ways of
fighting the cold.
You shiver to keep warm. The heat that you make is made mostly in your muscles.
The muscles make more heat when they are active. So one way of keeping warm is
to move about, use your muscles. Another way is to shiver. When your body needs
heat, the muscles tighten and loosen quickly. They become active. Just as you
shiver to keep warm, so do birds.

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With the words «Elementary, my dear Watson...», the most famous
detective of all time, Sherlock Holmes, starts to explain to his friend, Dr.
Watson. That phrase has now entered the English language.

Sherlock Holmes first appeared in 1882. He became famous in
«The Adventures of Sherlock Holmes». After that came the whole series of
books about him: «The Memoirs of Sherlock Holmes», «The Return of
Sherlock Holmes», «The Hound of the Baskervilles» and many others.
Many thousands of the Sherlock Holmes books are still sold every year.

Who invented Sherlock Holmes? Arthur Conan Doyle was his
inventor. He was a doctor. In 1882 he moved from Scotland to England to
set up a practice. One of the doctors he worked for, Dr. Joseph Bell, was
the model for Sherlock Holmes's friend, Dr. Watson. Conan Doyle's
medical knowledge was a great help to him in his detective stories.

Conan Doyle started the fashion of the detective story. Today the
fashion goes on.

And what sort of man is Sherlock Holmes? We learn a Io( about
him‘from the stories in which he appears. He is a qu(2t man, who only
speaks when he has something to say. He smokes a pipe (he has a
collection of them). He plays the violin. He carries a large magnifying
glass . He lives at 221B Baker Street in London.

If you go to London, you will not be able to find 221B Baker Street.
But instead, you can go to a pub  called «The Sherlock Holmes». In that
pub there is a room exactly like Sherlock Holmes's room at 221B Baker
Street as described in Conan Doyle's stories. On the Walls there are
drawings from the original editions of the Sherlock Holmes books.
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William Shakespeare, the greatest English writer of drama, was
bom in 1564 in Stratford-on-Avon.We do not know everything about
Shakespear's early life. But we know that he studied at the Grammar
School in Stratford, and that he became interested in the theatre when he
was still a boy

In 1586 Shakespeare went to London, where he worked in the
theatre for some years before he began to write his own plays

Shakespeare soon became well known in London literary circles.
Every play that he wrote was good news to the people of the capital. Queen
Elizabeth Iiked Shakespeare's plays, and the actors were often invited to
play before the Queen and later before King James — a great honour in
those days.By the end of the 16th century, Shakespeare and his friends had
enough money to build their own theatre — the famous Globe Theatre.

But we must not think that Shakespeare had no difficulties in his
life.Less talented writers, whose plays were worse than his, often quarrelled

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In a series devoted to women in fiction, Jane Austen occupies a
rather special place.She is the one of those women novelists for whom
readers develop a great liking. The daughter of a country clergyman®, Jane
Austen, born in 1775, led an uneventful life as a member of a large family,
never married, and died in 1817. Three of her novels were written in her
early twenties, but the first, «Sense and Sensibility» was not published till
1811.Her most famous work, «Pride and Prejudice», appeared in 1813 and
«Emman in 1816, the year before her death Her novels deal with the life of
the then middle-class society** she knew so well.They are love stories
usually with happy endings, concerning ordinary characters.She chose her
subjects from the people she met and knew. The result of her observations
is, to use the words of one of our women novelists, Elizat eth Bowen, that
Jane Austen describes the people who expect pleasure from life. And this
way of life for a great many of Jane Austen's characters consisted of
making suitable marriage and arranging for one’s children to do the same.
Though Jane Austen herself never married, she knew all there was to know
about finding a suitable husband. In «Emman this preoccupation is
presented in a rather special light. Emma whom she describes as
«handsome, clever and rich, with a comfortable home», who «had lived
nearly twenty-one years in the world of pleasure» is more interested in
making suitable matches*** for other people then for herself. In the end, of
course, one thing leads to the other. She is married, happily, to her old
friend and neighbour, Mr Knightly.

It is not his desire to convince the world that he was a humorist by
trade but a Dostoyevsky at heart: he made no attempt even to prove the
opposite proposition that while he might be a dull economist by profession
he was al the same time «The Mark Twain of the British Empire». He
wanted to become the Stephen Leacock of the British Empire and in
this, he succeeded. 2§

He never tried to spread wisdom in jocular form.(e simply looked
around his own world with his own eyes and described things as he saw
them.His world was the world of the University, the world of teaching and
lecturing, reading books and fishing.
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Although modern football began in nineteenth century England, the
English didn't invent football: they simply gave it rules. Human beings have
always liked kicking round objects. Two and a half thousand years ago the
Chinese played a game called Tsu-Chu, which means 'to kick a ball made
of leather with the feet’.

A Roman stone carving from Yugoslavia, from around the year
200 AD, shows a man holding a type of football and the Greeks are known
to have played a game called episkyros. Although the details are unknown,
it's certain that these games were all played by two teams.

There are records of football being played in the twelfth century on
the streets of London. King Edward Il banned (stopped) it in 1314,
saying,'There is a great noise in the city caused by hustling ( fighting ) over
large balls.' Later kings also banned the game without much success. By
the sixteenth century it had become very rough (dangerous). Most games
were played in villages with as many as 500 people in each team. They
played from midday until sunset. y
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At present Britain has 47 universilies, including the Open
University, compared with 35 in 1945,

Oxford and Cambridge are the oldest universilies in the United
Kingdom. They are well-known because the standard of teaching there is
very high. But the cost of education at these universities is so great that
only the sons of the wealthiest classes can afford it

Oxford was founded in the 12th century as an aristocratic university
and has remained so 1o the present day. The story of Cambridge University
begins in 1209 when several hundred students and scholars arnved in the
little town of Cambridge from Oxford. These sludents were all churchmen
and had been studying in Oxford at that city's well-known school. It was a
hard life at Oxford for there was constant trouble between the townsfolk and
students. Then one day a student accidentally killed a man of the town. The
Mayor arrested three other students, who were innocent” and by order of
King John, they were put to death by
hanging. In protest all the students moved elsewhere, some coming to
Cambridge and so the new university began. Now it copsists of twenty-nine
colleges and many of them are grouped together. Each student of Oxford
and Cambridge has a tutor who helps the student to plan and organize his
work, to choose reading materials and lo prepare for his exams in the best
possible way. A student selects several subjects for his studies and
regularly writes essays and other works on them and presents them to his
tutor for correction and discussion at their regular meelings.
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The City occupies a site which was Norman London. tis a very
small part of London (only one square mile). About ten thousand people
live in the City but about 500.000 work there.

The City can still show the remains of its defensive wall and some
other signs of the Roman time. In other parts of the City almost every
stone, every wall, every house is Saxon o Norman or connected with some
famous man, book or historical event.

The City of London was described by a Roman historian as a «busy
emporium for trade and traders» and this description could have been
applied to it at any time since then. The City stit remains one of the most
important commercial centres in the world.

All the principal streets lead to the heart of the City, which is
represented by three buildings: the Mansion House, the Royal Exchange,
the Bank of England.

The Mansion House is where the Lord Mayor lives. Thisis a big
house built in 1739553 which reminds us of a Greek temple . The Lord
Mayor also receives the guests of London there. ¢

The Bank of England or as the Londoners call it «The Ol Lady» is
250 years old and is a huge building seven storeys high. It is one of the
most important banks in-the world.

> The Royal Exchange has been bumt down three times by fire and
three times rebuilt. It is a place of business and public meelings.

There are also a lot of insurance companies, offices, churches in
the City.
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Croquet became very popular4n England in the middle of the 19th
century. The home of the All England Croquet Club was Wimbledon. Today
Wimbledon is a part of Greater London. Many people played croquet in
England that time, but the Croquet Club was not rich. Later the new game
of lawn-tennis became popular, People play lawn-tennis on a lawn, that is,
on grass. In 1875 the croquet players and lawn-tennis players changed the
name of their club to the All England Lawn-Tennis and Croquet Club and
this name you will find today in the telephone book.

Two years later, in 1877, the first world lawn-tennis championship
took place at Wimbledon.

At first only men played lawn-tennis and there was a surprise when
the Club let women take part in the championship of 1884 The dresses of
the women players were very long but they played well

The game has changed dramatically since it was invented in
France about six hundred years ago. If you had been watching the
American Bill Tilden winning Wimbledon in 1920, you'd hardly have
recognized the sport. Wimbledon was still an amateur tournament — tennis
whites (clothes) were long, rackets were wooden, and l{)p players were not
teenage millionaires.Nowadays light graphite rackets make balls fly like
bullets on a batttefield.

The Club is very rich today.There are only 400 members — 350
men and 50 women in it. Some people say that the easiest way to become a
member of the Club is to win one of the Wimbledon championship and
become a champion.
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St.Paul's Cathedral is situated in the City of London. Itwas
designed by Sir Christopher Wren (163251723) who was not only an
architect but also one of the best geometers of his day, a mathematician
and astronomer. : . %

It took Wren 35 years to build the Cathedral which is the greatest of
English Churches. It is considered to be a fine specimen of Renaissance
architecture. \

The Cathedral is 515 ft long and 180 ft wide. Its famous dome’ is
the largest church dome in the world after St.Peter's in Rome.

The Cathedral is Gothic in plan but the details are classic
Renaissance. In one of the twin baroque towers there is one of the largest
bells in the world, Great Paul, weighing about 17,5 tons.

Inside there is a wonderful mixture of architectural work, paintings,
mosaics and statues which are monuments to generals and admirals who
are buried there and among them Admiral Nelson and Wcllington (under
his command the army of the allies defeated Napoleon at Watéiloo in
1815). 2

When Christopher Wren was 90 he was carried here once a year SO
that he could see his beautiful work. He himself is buried in the Cathedral.
There is no monument to Christopher Wren but on his tomb in the centre of
the Cathedral there is an inscription which reads:@f you seek a monument,
look around». The inscription is in Latin.

St.Paul's Cathedral was partly destroyed in 1941 by a direct hit
from bombs. After the war it was restored.
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Who takes care of the children if both parents go out to work? In
Britain, state childcare provision is poor and many parents decide to take
on a live-in nanny (a nurse who lives with the family who employs her).

The idea of having a nanny is not new. All the best Victorian
families had one. Wealthy Victorian mothers did not go out to work but they
had large households to run~ and very little time to look after their children
A nanny was essential (necessary). The Victorian nanny wore a smart
uniform and sensible shoes. Today's nanny is more likely to wear jeans and
a T-shirt

Top nannies are well qualified. If they have a diploma in child care
from a top anursery nurse» training college, they can look forward to
earing as much as 250 a week. In addition they will probably have their
own room or flat, holidays abroad with the family and the use of a car.

Is being a nanny a good job or just a lot of hard work?

Some nannies complain that they are treated like servants, but
others are happy and say that ihey feel like part of the l’amlly.
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Science may never answer the most puzzling question. What killed these
mighty creatures?

One of the most popular theories about the death of the dinosaurs is that the
world just grew too cold for them. Indeed, for large, cold-blooded creatures,
even a few nights of cold could spell death.

Not everyone agrees that a change in weather would have been enough to kill
the dinosaurs.

The latest development in the debate amongst scientists about what killed the
prehistoric dinosaurs is the suggestion that acid rain was the cause. Some
geologists suggest that a large meteor hitting the earth at 65 kilometres per
second would have led to strongly acidic rain falling all over the world. These
geologists calculated that if an ice-rich meteor weighing 12.5 million billion
kilograms, hit the Earth, it would shock-heat the atmosphere enough to produce
huge amounts of nitrogen oxides. This would result, they say, in strongly acid
rain around the world. If the meteor were travelling more slowly, or if it were
more rock-like in structure, this strongly acid rain would be limited to a small
area so that the world effect would be much less important. However, other
groups of researchers have suggested that volcanoes, rather than meteors, could
have produced these heavy doses of acid rain, but over a much longer period —
over 10,000 years.
