1. Though visitors don’t need passports to cross the border from England into Wales, they soon realize that they are entering a country with its geography, culture, traditions and language.
2. The Welsh speak English but the Welsh language is spoken widely, especially in the north of the country.
3. Welsh is very much different from English.
4. Even if your English is fluent you won’t be able to understand Welsh.
5. Cardiff is the capital of Wales and the main port.
6. It is an industrial city with a castle, a cathedral and a university.
7. There are other big towns in Wales too, Swansea and Newport among them.
8. Wales is a land of green fields, forests and farms.
9. It is also a land of mountains and valleys, streams and waterfalls.
10. Snowdon, the second highest mountain in Britain, is in Wales.
11. In summer Snowdon looks very peaceful and beautiful.
12. But in winter the mountains can become very dangerous and the Mountain Rescue Service has to go out to look for climbers.  
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
