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TAKING  A GAP YEAR , 8-th Form

PROCEDURE

T. And then you’ll try to guess the goals of our lesson.
S.  Today we’ll read a text about a Gap Year, learn new vocabulary, talk about different ways of spending a Gap Year.
T. Yes you are right.  And by the end of the lesson you’ll be able: 
- explain why a Gap Year is necessary for school leavers;
       - do the survey about your preferences in spending a Gap Year;
 -  give advice about what is the best way of spending a Gap Year.
T. What was your home task? /checking homework/.
