The British Parliament has two «houses»: the House of Lords and the House of Commons. The House of Lords can offer and change laws, delay laws too. The members of the House of Lords are not elected. They are permanent. The House of Commons makes laws about policy, taxes. Its members are elected every 5 years.

     The clock Tower called «Big Ben». Its hour bell is named after sir Benjamin Hall, a very tall man, whose nickname was Big Ben. You can hear the sound of Big Ben every hour in London
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     Westminister Abbey is opposite the Houses of Parlaimennt.It is a royal church. It is ont of the most famous and beautiful churches. There is a Coronation Chair many monuments and statues there.Many English kings and queens are buried there. Westminister Abbey is famous the Poet’s Corner. The memorials to Bayron, Shakespeare, Dickens attract tourists.
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Buckingham palace is a home of the Queen.It is a wondeful building wich consists of 600 rooms with a monument to Queen Victoria in front of it.Changing the Guard happens every day at 11.30 a.m.The Guards wear their traditional bearskins and scarlet
               tunics.
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  St. Pauls Cathedral is the largest protestant Church in England built by sir Christopher Wren. It  is a beautiful building with many columns and towers. In one of them there is one of the largest bells in the world
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       From Tower Bridge you can see the Tower of London. The Tower  of London was a fortress, a palace, a prison, the King’s Zoo. Now it is a museum. Londoners keep black ravens in the White Tower. 38 Beеfeaters look after them, cut the  birds’ wings, as they believe that London will be rich and great while 12 ravens live in the Tower of London. Beefeaters  organize excursions, take photos with tourists . 
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  Madam Tussaud’s museum is the famous museum of wax models. It has one of the largest collections of wax models in the world. Here you can meet famous and infamous people. You can meet great characters of history ahd art. Here actors, film stars, pop-singers and sportsmen come face to face with famous politicians. There is a special place for the Queen, her husband, their children and other members of the Royal family.
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  The London Eye is on the Thames.
