4) Dialogues.

What instrument can you play? I can play the dombyra. 
What do you want to be? I want to be a doctor. 

III. Main stage. 

1. New theme: “There is a swimming pool next to my house” 
Children today I shall present new theme “There is a swimming pool next to my house”. Who can translate? Open your copy-books and write down the date and today’s new theme. We are going to speak about house, about your dreams .We shall ask and answer the questions, make up dialogues and so on.

Now, children look at the pictures and answer the following question: What is there next to your house? 
Now open your book on page 130. Ex.1. Read the dialogue. 
Interview your classmates. 
Now continue our lesson.Ex.2 p.130. Speak about your interview. 
Read. You should write your interview as in example. Let’s start.

OK .Thank you.
