traveller's cheques 
What is the rate of exchange (exchange rate)? 
Give me smaller bills, please.

This is what a bank clerk can tell you or ask:

What's your bank account? 
Where is your cheque (Am. check) book?

How would you like the mo​ney?

You can withdraw cash at any of our branches.

According to some specific terms you can earn a higher rate of interest on your sav​ings.

You will repay the money with interest, as agreed in the cont​ract.
