Pumpkins are carved into decorated lanterns for
Halloween. The pumpkin is also one of the important symbols of the harvest
festivals and has been an American favourite for over 400 years now.

We don't know
for sure whether the pumpkin was at the very first Thanksgiving dinner but it
was used in all traditional meals long before the arrival of the Europeans.
