Ottawa
It is the capital of Canada. Ottawa is a great example of a metropolitan city It has lots of banks, big skyscrapers and embassies. The symbol of Ottawa is its Parliament buildings. It’ s really worth seeing. The buildings are home to the House of Commons, the Library of Parliament, the Hall of Honour, the Senate, and the impressive Peace Tower. In summer you can watch the Changing of the Guard Ceremony on the hill. You won’ t see much difference between this ceremony and equivalent one in England. In Ottawa you can take the Amphibus — the bus that not only rides on the streets, but also can float on water like a boat. In the city one can see the residence of the Canada’ s Governor General. It’ s a big beautiful building. There are a lot of other interesting places in Ottawa. They include the National Museum of Canada, which has collections representing Indian and Eskimo culture; the Public Archives of Canada; Royal Canadian War Museum; the Design center; Royal Canadian Mint and others. You can see Ottawa University with classes for English- and French-speaking students.

Montreal
It is situated in Quebec — the French part of Canada. It really looks like France: lots of narrow, small streets, cafes, and other tilings typical for France. It combines modern skyscrapers and XEX century mansions in a unique mixture. It’ s usually called ’ Paris of the Western Hemisphere’. The most interesting part of the city is the Notre-Dame de Montreal that is known as the most beautiful church in North America. The Basilica of Mary Queen is nearly half-size replica of St. Peter’ s in Rome. The Royal Place is the oldest place in Montreal. In the eastern part of Montreal you can see Olympic Park with its famous tower that close resembles the one that is in Pisa, Italy (the leaning one). One can take an elevator and go up this tower. Near the leaning tower there is a special place, where different animals and plants survive in their natural conditions.

The city’ s first subway, called the Metro was opened in 1966. Montreal is Canada’ s most important port. It is the chief manufacturing centre of Canada. It has a number of large libraries and several theatres. It is the seat of McGill University (English- speaking), the University of Montreal (French-speaking) and several colleges. There are many museums in the city and among them are the Montreal Museum of Fine Arts, the Museum of Archaeology and History, Wax Museum and others.

Toronto
It is the capital and the largest city of Ontario, and is located on the north shore of Lake Ontario. It is one of the chief Great Lakes ports. The city is famous for its CN Tower — the biggest tower in the world — 553 m in height. From the tower you

can observe the whole city. The most interesting thing about the tower is its glass floor. As you walk, you can see what is under you. The Canadian National Exposition, held here annually features industrial and agricultural exhibitions and also contains an amusement park area.

The city is an artistic and musical center, with the Art Gallery of Toronto and the Royal Conservatory of Music. The Royal Ontario Museum is famous for its collection of dinosaur bones and for its Oriental exhibits. The University of Toronto, Ryerson Institute of Technology, and York University offer advanced educational facilities.

Quebec
It’ s difficult to call Quebec a city. It very much looks like a town — but is still the capital of the province of Quebec. There is Saint-Anne Church there. It has a cyclorama (a big picture screen that is round) — the biggest cyclorama in the world, on which the last days of Jesus Christ are painted.

Quebec is a city for tourist — there are lots of squares, monuments, souvenir shops, small houses, and museums. It is the only city in North America that still retains a wall around it that was used to defend it from enemies. There is a very interesting big castle there — the Chateau de Frontenac.

This is a collection of funny, vivid and often vulgar stories told by a group of pilgrims during a journey to Canterbury Cathedral. Chaucer himself made the pilgrimage to a shrine at Canterbury in 1388.

    The Irish Sea (Irish: Muir Éireann Manx: Y Keayn Yernagh Scots: Erse Sea, Scottish Gaelic: Muir Èireann Ulster-Scots: Airish Sea, Welsh: Môr Iwerddon) separates the islands of Ireland and Great Britain. It is connected to the Celtic Sea in the south by St George's Channel, and to the Inner Seas off the West Coast of Scotlandin the north by the North Channel. Anglesey is the largest island within the Irish Sea, followed by the Isle of Man. The sea is occasionally, but rarely, referred to as the Manx Sea (Irish: Muir Meann,Manx: Mooir Vannin, Scottish Gaelic: Muir Mhanainn)

The sea is of significant economic importance to regional trade, shipping and transport, fishing, and power generation in the form ofwind power and nuclear plants. Annual traffic between Great Britain and Ireland amounts to over 12 million passengers and 17 milliontonnes of traded goods.

The Irish Sea has undergone a series of dramatic changes over the last 20,000 years as the last glacial period ended and was replaced by warmer conditions. At the height of the glaciation the central part of the modern sea was probably a long freshwater lake. As the ice retreated 10,000 years ago the lake reconnected to the sea, becoming brackish and then fully saline once again.

The International Hydrographic Organization defines the limits of the Irish Sea (with St George's Channel) as follows: 

On the North. The Southern limit of the Scottish Seas [or Inner Seas off the West Coast of Scotland, defined as "a line joining the South extreme of the Mull of Galloway (54°38'N) in Scotland and Ballyquintin Point (54°20'N) in Ireland

On the South. A line joining St. David's Head (51°54′N 5°19′W) to Carnsore Point (52°10′N 6°22′W).

It is connected to the North Atlantic at both its northern and southern ends. To the north, the connection is through the North Channelbetween Scotland and Northern Ireland and the Malin Sea. The southern end is linked to the Atlantic through the St George's Channel between south eastern Ireland and Pembrokeshire in Wales, and the Celtic Sea. The Irish Sea is composed of a deeper channel about 300km long and 30km - 50km wide on its western side and shallower embayments to the east. The western channel's depth ranges from 80 metres up to 275 metres in the Beaufort's Dyke in the North Channel. The main embayments – Cardigan Bay in the south and the waters to the east of the Isle of Man – are less than 50 metres deep. The Sea has a total water volume of 2,430 cubic kilometres, 80% of which is to the west of the Isle of Man, and a surface area of 47,000 square kilometres. The largest sandbanks are the Bahama and King William Banks to the east and north of the Isle of Man and the Kish Bank, Codling Bank, Arklow Bank and Blackwater Bank near the coast of ireland. The Irish Sea, at its greatest width, is 200 km and narrows to 75km.

Life and Career
The known facts of Chaucer's life are fragmentary and are based almost entirely on official records. He was born in London between 1340 and 1344, the son of John Chaucer, a vintner. In 1357 he was a page in the household of Prince Lionel, later duke of Clarence, whom he served for many years. In 1359–60 he was with the army of Edward III in France, where he was captured by the French but ransomed.

By 1366 he had married Philippa Roet, who was probably the sister of John of Gaunt's third wife; she was a lady-in-waiting to Edward III's queen. During the years 1370 to 1378, Chaucer was frequently employed on diplomatic missions to the Continent, visiting Italy in 1372–73 and in 1378. From 1374 on he held a number of official positions, among them comptroller of customs on furs, skins, and hides for the port of London (1374–86) and clerk of the king's works (1389–91). The official date of Chaucer's death is Oct. 25, 1400. He was buried in Westminster Abbey.

Early Works
Chaucer's literary activity is often divided into three periods. The first period includes his early work (to 1370), which is based largely on French models, especially the Roman de la Rose and the poems of Guillaume de Machaut. Chaucer's chief works during this time are the Book of the Duchess, an allegorical lament written in 1369 on the death of Blanche, wife of John of Gaunt, and a partial translation of the Roman de la Rose.

Italian Period
Chaucer's second period (up to c.1387) is called his Italian period because during this time his works were modeled primarily on Dante and Boccaccio. Major works of the second period include The House of Fame, recounting the adventures of Aeneas after the fall of Troy; The Parliament of Fowls, which tells of the mating of fowls on St. Valentine's Day and is thought to celebrate the betrothal of Richard II to Anne of Bohemia; and a prose translation of Boethius' De consolatione philosophiae.
Also among the works of this period are the unfinished Legend of Good Women, a poem telling of nine classical heroines, which introduced the heroic couplet (two rhyming lines of iambic pentameter) into English verse; the prose fragment The Treatise on the Astrolabe, written for his son Lewis; and Troilus and Criseyde, based on Boccaccio's Filostrato, one of the great love poems in the English language (see Troilus and Cressida). In Troilus and Criseyde, Chaucer perfected the seven-line stanza later called rhyme royal.

The Canterbury Tales
To Chaucer's final period, in which he achieved his fullest artistic power, belongs his masterpiece, The Canterbury Tales (written mostly after 1387). This unfinished poem, about 17,000 lines, is one of the most brilliant works in all literature. The poem introduces a group of pilgrims journeying from London to the shrine of St. Thomas а Becket at Canterbury. To help pass the time they decide to tell stories. Together, the pilgrims represent a wide cross section of 14th-century English life.
The pilgrims' tales include a variety of medieval genres from the humorous fabliau to the serious homily, and they vividly indicate medieval attitudes and customs in such areas as love, marriage, and religion. Through Chaucer's superb powers of characterization the pilgrims—such as the earthy wife of Bath, the gentle knight, the worldly prioress, the evil summoner—come intensely alive. Chaucer was a master storyteller and craftsman, but because of a change in the language after 1400, his metrical technique was not fully appreciated until the 18th cent. Only in Scotland in the 15th and 16th cent. did his imitators understand his versification.

The name "Astana", which means "Capital city" in Kazakh, was allegedly chosen because it is easily pronounced in many languages[citation needed]. In Kazakh and Russian, it is pronounced "As-ta-na", while in English and many other languages, the common pronunciation is "As-ta-na".
History
Early history
A unit of Siberian cossacks from Omsk founded a huge fortress on the upper Ishim in 1824, which later became the town of "Akmolinsk". During the early 20th Century, the town became a major railway junction, causing a major economic boom that lasted until the Russian Civil War.
The Gulags once spread over the Kazakhstan steppe like a thick wreath. Eleven camps housed hundreds of thousands of prisoners and their families. Outside Astana, there once stood the ALZHIR camp, a Russian acronym for the Akmolinskii Camp for Wives of Traitors of the Motherland, one of the most notorious in the Gulag archipelago, which was reserved for the wives of men considered "enemies of the people" by Joseph Stalin.
In 1961, it was renamed "Tselinograd" and made capital of the Soviet Virgin Lands Territory (Tselinny Krai). The city was at the centre of the Virgin Lands Campaign led by Nikita Khrushchev in the 1950s, in order to turn the state into a second grain producer for the Soviet Union. The high portion of Russian immigrants in this area, which later led to ethnic tension, can be traced to the influx of agricultural workers at this time. Additionally, many Russian-Germans were resettled here after being deported under Joseph Stalin at the beginning of World War II, when Nazi Germany invaded the Soviet Union.
After Kazakhstan gained its independence in 1991, the city and the region were renamed "Akmola". The name was often translated as "White Tombstone," but actually means "Holy Place". The "White Tombstone" literal translation was too appropriate for many visitors to escape notice in almost all guide books and travel accounts. 

As Kazakhstan's new capital

In 1994, the city was designated as the future capital of the newly-independent country, and again renamed to the present "Astana" after the capital was officially moved from Almaty in 1997. Despite the isolated location of the new capital in the centre of the Kazakh Steppe and the forbidding climate in winter, Kazakhstan simply needed a more central location than its former location of Almaty, which lies on the far southeastern border with Kyrgyzstan. Some speculate[citation needed] that it was a move to impose more control over the Russian-dominated north of the country. Other reasons[citation needed] include the belief that the new city project is a strategic move to position the capital further from the borders with China, Kyrgyzstan, and Uzbekistan, or that Almaty was limited in its development by mountains (which is objectively not the case), or that President Nursultan Nazarbayev created a "Potemkin village", either to present an image of a modern, clean Kazakhstan to entice foreign investment.[citation needed] Internal political concerns may have played a part: Nazarbayev, like most of the Kazakh political establishment, belongs to the Great Horde (Kazakh, ulı jüz) in whose territory Almaty lies. The move to the traditional territory of the Middle Horde may have been a gesture to the Middle and Little Hordes' political sensibilities.
A symbol of the new Astana for many Kazakhs, Bayterek.
To some Kazakhs, the move remains controversial.[citation needed] Critics resent the massive expenditure of public funds to build the new government complexes, as well as the continuing cost of airfare and hotel expenses for the many government workers who still live in Almaty.[citation needed] The lucrative development contracts handed out to companies owned by President Nazarbayev's family members also remain highly suspect.

Population/Demographics
By 2007, Astana’s population has more than doubled since the move, to over 600,000, and it is estimated to top 1 million by 2030. Migrant workers – legal and illegal – have been attracted from across Kazakhstan and neighboring states such as Uzbekistan and Kyrgyzstan, and Astana is a magnet for young professionals seeking to build a career. This has changed the city’s demographics, bringing more ethnic Kazakhs to a city that formerly had a Slav majority. Astana’s ethnic Kazakh population has risen to some 60 per cent, up from 17 per cent in 1989. 
In 1999, Astana had a population of 281,000. The ethnic mix was about 60% Kazakh and 30% Russian, Ukrainian, and German.
Many argue that a drive to attract ethnic Kazakhs northward was the key factor in shifting the capital, which was officially put down to lack of space for expansion in the former capital, Almaty, and its location in an earthquake zone. 
As of city population count (carried out 5 Nov. - 5 Dec. 2007) preliminary results Astana has 700,000 inhabitants 
Geography
Astana From Space

The city is located in central Kazakhstan on the Ishim River in a very flat, semi-desert steppe region which covers most of the country's territory. The elevation of Astana is at 347 meters above sea level. Astana is in a spacious steppe landscape, in the transient area between the north of Kazakhstan and the extremely thinly settled national center, because of the river Ishim. The older boroughs lie north of the river, whilst the new boroughs were located south of the Ishim.

Climate

Climatically Astana is the second coldest capital in the world (behind Ulaanbataar, Mongolia), with temperatures of -35 to -40 °C common in the late autumn. The new city is also known to regularly freeze for around six months every year. Overall however, Astana has a continental climate, with exceptionally cold winters and moderately hot summers, arid and semiarid.

The average annual temperature in Astana is 1 degree Celsius. January is the coldest month with an average temperature of -16 °C. July is the hottest month with an average temperature of 20 °C.

Economy

Politics and government are the main economic activity in the capital, which also forms a Special Economic Zone. Since the move, Astana has seen one of the world's greatest building projects, as oil money has been spent on government buildings, a massive home for the president, a mosque, and numerous parks and monuments. The project is designed to not just make the town the centre of Kazakhstan, but of all Central Asia.

People and culture

Town planning

Astana can be divided largely into a few different areas. North of the railway line, which crosses Astana in an east-west direction, are industrial and poorer residential areas. Between the railway line and the river Ishim is the city center, where at present intense building activity is occurring. To the west and east are more elevated residential areas with parks and the new area of government administration to the south of the Ishim. Here many large building projects are underway; for example, the construction of a diplomat quarter, and a variety of different government buildings. By 2030, these quarters are to be completed. Astana's chief planner, Vladimir Laptev, wants to build a Berlin in a Eurasian style. He has stated that a purely administrative capital such as Canberra is not one of his goals.

Architecture
The architectural quality of the new buildings is, by the standards of almost all critics, quite high.

In December 2006, Kazakh President Nursultan Nazarbayev unveiled plans to build Khan Shatyry, a "giant, transparent tent", over an area of the city. The tent will be 150 metres high, and was designed by British architect Norman Foster. It is expected to take around a year to build.

SCHOOLS IN ENGLAND
In England about 93 per cent of children attend state schools. The other 7 per cent attend private schools. A minority of these private schools are boarding schools where children live as well as study. Private schools are very expensive.
In Britain it is compulsory between the ages of 5 and 16 years to receive some officially recognized form of schooling. For younger children, there are a few state kindergartens, some private kinder¬gartens and a few „ nursery classes "in ordinary schools. They are optional. Primary school consists of a reception class, infant school and junior school. A reception class and infant school take a year. In junior school, pupils spend 5 years. At the age of five they go to infant schools where they learn first steps in reading, writing and using numbers.
When children leave infant school, at the age of seven, they go to junior schools until they are about eleven years of age. Their school subjects include English, arithmetic, history, geography, na¬ture study, swimming, music, art and organized games.
SCHOOLS  in Kazakhstan.
We started school at the age of seven. After four years of primary school we went to secondary school. Primary and secondary schools together comprise eleven years of classes are compulsory in our republic.
Our school year began on the first of September and ended in May. It lasted 9 months. We had four holidays a year: winter, spring, summer and autumn. On the 1st of September we got acquainted with our teachers and had our first lessons. Every lesson lasted 45 minutes. Every day we had 5 or 6 lessons.
The primary school curriculum included such as subjects Kazakh, Maths, Russian, Drawing, PT and Music. We had also Nature classes. Our school was not English but we had English classes which started in the 2nd form.
Recently Kazakhstan has also developed several types of schools with greater specialization such as gymnasium, technical, lyceums and private schools. Education is free, except those which work on a commercial basic.

In Britain, forty per cent of the population regularly play a sport. There are many differences between sport in Britain and in other countries. For example, skiing is not very popular in Britain as there are not many mountains. Skiing enthusiasts can ski in certain parts of Scotland or they go to Austria, Italy, France or Switzerland. Basketball and volleyball are not very popular in Britain, but many people play rugby. The British play many sports that are unknown in most other countries, for example: cricket, squash and netball.

Cricket is a typically British sport which foreigners have difficulty in understanding. There are two teams of eleven players. Matches last from one to five days. Many people think it is a slow and boring game, but it can be very exciting and rather dangerous.

Squash is another British invention. It is a form of tennis. There are two players and they use rackets similar to tennis rackets and a small, black rubber ball. They play indoors. It is a very fast and tiring sport!

Netball is similar to basketball. There are seven players (usually girls or women) in each team and the object of the game is the same as in basketball: to throw the ball through a net at the top of a three - metre post.

Sport in British schools is compulsory and schoolchildren spend at least one afternoon a week playing sport. These are some of the sports played in most British secondary schools. In winter boys play football or rugby and go cross - country running, while girls play netball or hockey. Some boys' schools also teach rowing. In summer boys play cricket, do athletics or go swimming, while girls play rounders (a British version of baseball), do athletics or go swimming. Tennis is also played in summer in some schools by boys and girls.

 CLIMATE
Canada's climate can best be described as variable. Temperature and precipitation differ from region to region and from season to

season. In the extreme north temperatures climb above 0°C for only a few months of the year. But most Canadians live in a long thin band stretching along country's southern border where mild springs, hot summers and pleasantly crisp autumns prevail at least 8 months out of 12.
THE WEST COAST CLIMATE

The west coast of British Columbia has the most temperate climate in Canada, thanks to warm, moist Pacific Ocean air streams. The province's most populous cities, Vancouver and Victoria, enjoy cool and relatively dry summers and mild, wet winters. Snow seldom falls here, and when it does, it usually melts the same day.

The Cordilleran mountain system, which includes the Coastal Mountain Range and the Rocky Mountains, effectively blocks warm moist Pacific air from reaching the interior plains of the Prairie provinces.

THE PRAIRIES

Here, cold winters and hot summers are the norm, with relatively light precipitation. For instance, in the dry southern portion of Saskatchewan, annual precipitation averages less than 300 mm. The wettest area of the plains, Manitoba, receives about 500 mm each year.

Spring rains and dry autumn conditions have helped make the Prairies one of the top grain-growing areas of the world.

Among the most remarkable features of the prairie winter is the Chinook, a warm, usually dry winter wind. The Chinook sweeps down from the Rocky Mountains and has been known to raise temperatures as much as 16°C in a single day.

THE GREAT LAKES/ ST. LAWRENCE REGION

More than half the Canadian population lives close to the Great Lakes or along the St. Lawrence River. Here, winter brings heavy snowfalls. Spring can be fleeting: temperatures in the 20—28°C range have been recorded as early as March. On the other hand, temperatures of —17°C have been recorded in April.

Summers are becoming longer and more humid than elsewhere in Canada. The heat is moderated somewhat by frequent rainfalls. Mean daily temperatures reach close to 20°C from mid-June to mid-September.

atlantic canada The combined influence of air masses from eastern Canada and the United States with air currents off the ocean give this region one of the most variable climates anywhere in the country. In winter, mean temperatures can vary markedly as Arctic air is replaced by maritime air from passing storms. Snow-fall is relatively heavy and fog common in spring and early summer. The warmest month is July, when mean temperatures are in the 16— 18°C range.

This area is usually snow-covered more than half the year, with a frost-free period of barely two months. Precipitation is light, except along the coast of Labrador where the influence of Atlantic storms is felt.

We started school at the age of seven. After four years of primary school we went to secondary school. Primary and secondary schools together comprise eleven years of classes are compulsory in our republic.
Our school year began on the first of September and ended in May. It lasted 9 months. We had four holidays a year: winter, spring, summer and autumn. On the 1st of September we got acquainted with our teachers and had our first lessons. Every lesson lasted 45 minutes. Every day we had 5 or 6 lessons.
The primary school curriculum included such as subjects Kazakh, Maths, Russian, Drawing, PT and Music. We had also Nature classes. Our school was not English but we had English classes which started in the 2nd form.
Recently Kazakhstan has also developed several types of schools with greater specialization such as gymnasium, technical, lyceums and private schools. Education is free, except those which work on a commercial basic.
Today the educational system in Kazakhstan is presented by two languages: Kazakh and Russian. Primary education is the most developed of the state’s educational system. Pupils receive their primary education in schools of three different levels. Primary 1 - 4 grades, middle 5 - 9 grades and junior 10 - 11 grades. After finishing the 9th grade children continue education in high schools in technical - professional institutes, or in special schools.

Blue colour of Kazakhstan flag expresses peace and calm, the cloudless sky, the symbol of peace. According to the heraldry the blue colour corresponds to such human qualities as honesty hope and faithfulness. In the centre of the flag there is the gold sun, the symbol of the life, the source of energy. Rays have the form of grain, the symbol of independence, freedom and state power. The yellow ornament "Koshkar mujiz" is the symbol of the Kazakh art.

In Kazakhstan live over 100 nationalities. They live in friendship and peace. Kazakh people are friendly, kind, hospitable, sociable.

S3: Kazakhstan’s holidays are New Year's Day, Women Day, Nauruz, Constitution Day, Republic's Day, Independence Day. Nauryz is one of the traditional holiday in Kazakhstan. We celebrate Nauryz on the 22nd of March. It means a new day, a new year. It is a holiday of spring and renovation. A lot of yurtas are erected everywhere. During Nauryz Meiramy Kazakhs wear fine, good clothes, clean houses, yards, streets, plant trees, invite each other to be respectable guest and congratulate each other.

S4: The main traditional meal of the holiday is Nauryz Kozhe. It is made of 7 components: meat, water, salt, airan, wheat, rice, onion.

Kazakh people have many interesting traditions like "Besikke salu"- when baby is born in the family, it is a great holiday. Relatives, friends are invited and the family celebrate this event. "Torkindeu"- when a bride marries, after a definite period of time she visits her parents with her husband. Parents are happy to see them and give them different presents. Shildekhana is one of the main traditions of Kazakhs.

S5: “Baiterek " - the main symbol of Astana. The monument represents a presentation of the Kazakh people of the universe.

“Khan-Shatyr” -the large tent in the world was built in Astana, Kazakhstan. Khan-Shatyr is trade-entertainment center.

“Borovoye”- state national nature Park.

It is more than 970 kilometres (600 mi) long and 580 kilometres (360 mi) wide, with an area of around 750,000 square kilometres (290,000 sq mi).

The North Sea has long been the site of important European shipping lanes as well as a major fishery. The sea is a popular destination for recreation and tourism in bordering countries and more recently has developed into a rich source of energy resources includingfossil fuels, wind, and early efforts in wave power.

Historically, the North Sea has featured prominently in geopolitical and military affairs, particularly in Northern Europe but also globally through the power northern Europeans projected worldwide during much of the Middle Ages and into the modern era. The North Sea was the centre of the Vikings' rise. Subsequently, the Hanseatic League, the Netherlands, and the British each sought to dominate the North Sea and thus the access to the markets and resources of the world. As Germany's only outlet to the ocean, the North Sea continued to be strategically important through both World Wars.

The coast of the North Sea presents a diversity of geological and geographical features. In the north, deep fjords and sheer cliffs mark the Norwegian and Scottish coastlines, whereas in the south it consists primarily of sandy beaches and wide mudflats. Due to the dense population, heavy industrialization, and intense use of the sea and area surrounding it, there have been a number of environmental issues affecting the sea's ecosystems. Environmental concerns — commonly including overfishing, industrial and agriculturalrunoff, dredging, and dumping among others — have led to a number of efforts to prevent degradation of the sea while still making use of its economic potential.

Today’s of our lesson is   CHARLOTTE BRONTЁ Julia Sablina, 8-V CHARLOTTE BRONTЁ (1816-1855) Charlotte Brontё, an English nov¬elist of the 19th century, was a contemporary of Dickens, Thackeray and E. Gaskell. She was the daughter of a poor clergyman. There were six children in the family, five girls and one boy. Their mother died when Charlotte was a very small child.
The girls were sent to a charity-school which Charlotte Brontё described later in her novel "Jane Eyre." The children lived at that school in cold gloomy rooms and were always hungry. Charlotte's sisters, Mary and Elisa¬beth, died of tuberculosis there. After leaving school Charlotte Brontё became a teacher and worked for some years at a school for girls.

She began to write poems at that time. In 1846 a book of poems written by Charlotte and her sisters, Emily and Ann, appeared. In the same years Charlotte finished her first novel "The Professor", but the book had no success with the publishers and appeared only after the writer's death. Charlotte Brontё continued to write, and the next year her second novel "

Jane Eyre" was published. The novel was a great success with the readers and was soon followed by other novels. In her best novel "Jane Eyre" Charlotte Brontё tells the reader the story of a poor governess. The author gave much attention in her novel to the problems of education. The pictures of life at a charity-school are among the best realistic descriptions in

English literature. Charlotte Brontё was considered by K. Marx to be one of the best writers of critical realism in 19th century English literature. [image: image23.jpg]

А образование Шарлотта Бронте продолжила в Роу-Хэдской школе.

Traditional British school
Well, I went to a traditional British public school. I left four years ago. The school is in the city. It has about 700 students, and it's mostly a boarding school. There are lots of facilities for sport — tennis courts, a swimming pool. There are also good science laboratories and lots of computers. The classes are small, so if you fall behind with your work the teacher will go over it with you. It may have changed now, but we did a lot of subjects and we even had lessons on Saturday mornings! We had some free afternoons when we could get together. They gave us lots of homework and we had tests all the time. 1 remember that after - school clubs were quite popular. I was in a drama club — we once put on a performance of Hamlet — and I also set up a school radio station! There were lots of rules and discipline was strict. We could only go out of the school at certain times, and we had to wear a uniform. I didn't get into trouble very often, but one of my friends did. He got lots of punishments — he wasn't allowed to go out at the weekend, and once he was sent home for three weeks.
School in Great Britain
Education in Britain is compulsory for all children between the ages of 5-16.
School-children attend a primary school for 6 years. When students transfer to Secondary School at the age of 11, they do not take any examination, but their reports are sent on from the Primary School. Secondary School. Most children go to a comprehensive school. “Comprehensive” means all-inclusive. They admit pupils of all abilities. But there are also “grammar school” and “secondary-modern schools”.

The pupils have to pass an exam to go there. Grammar school-a school for children over the age of 11, who are specially chosen to study for examinations which may lead to higher education. Secondary-modern school-a schools for children over the age of 11, who are not expected to go on to higher study later. All types of secondary schools have the 5-year courses for pupils from 11 years up to the school leaving age.

Pupils in all state schools in England and Wales study 10 main subjects: Core subjects: English, mathematics, science; Foundation subjects: history, geography, a modern language, (art, craft and design), music, information technology, physical education. Religious education is also taught. Attainment tests are given at the ages of 7, 11 and 14, 16. At the end of a 5-year courses, at the age of 16, students sit the General Certificate of Secondary Education exams in as many subjects as possible. At the age of 16 about two-thirds of these pupils leave school and get job or apprenticeships. About one-third stays on at school until the age of 18, preparing themselves for higher education.

The 6th Form. More ambitious pupils continue to study in the 6th form. They stay on at school for one or two years to prepare themselves for university. They have only three or four main subjects which are necessary to pass to advanced level exams at the age of 18. the school year is divided into three terms with the intervals between them during the Christmas and Easter holidays lasting about two weeks each and the summer holidays which begins rather late and is usually six weeks long. All kinds of out-of-class activities are part of school life in Britain. Students have a lot of opportunities for playing sports, attending different clubs and singing in a choir. Most schools have very good libraries which students use for reference work.

Group A: Education in Great Britain.
In Great Britain children start going to school when they are five and continue studying until they are 16 or older. Compulsory education begins at the age of five when they go to primary school. Primary education lasts foe six years. First they attend the infant school from five to seven.
In infant schools children don’t have real classes. They get acquainted with the class - room, desks, play and through plating. They learn numbers and how to add them. When children are seven they go to junior school which they attend until eleven. Boys and girls study at junior school for four years. There they have classes, read and write, do mathematics.
At secondary school pupils study English, Maths, Science, Geography, History, Art, Music, Foreign languages and PT. there are some types of secondary schools in Great Britain. They are grammar school, modern schools and comprehensive schools. One can attend modern school but of a modern school don’t learn foreign languages.
If they go to grammar school they will have a good secondary education. This type of school is most popular in England. At secondary school pupils study English, Maths, Science, Geography, History, Art, Music, Foreign languages and PT lessons. English, Maths and Science are called ‘core’ subjects. Pupils take examinations in the core subjects at the age of 7, 11 and 14.
There are some private schools in England. Boys and girls do not together study at these schools. The son and daughters of aristocracy go to these schools. Their parents pay much money for the education in private schools. The teachers of these schools pay personal attention to each pupil.
Group B: Education in Kazakhstan.
We started school at the age of seven. After four years of primary school we went to secondary school. Primary and secondary schools together comprise eleven years of classes are compulsory in our republic.
Our school year began on the first of September and ended in May. It lasted 9 months. We had four holidays a year: winter, spring, summer and autumn. On the 1st of September we got acquainted with our teachers and had our first lessons. Every lesson lasted 45 minutes. Every day we had 5 or 6 lessons.
The primary school curriculum included such as subjects Kazakh, Maths, Russian, Drawing, PT and Music. We had also Nature classes. Our school was not English but we had English classes which started in the 2nd form.
Recently Kazakhstan has also developed several types of schools with greater specialization such as gymnasium, technical, lyceums and private schools. Education is free, except those which work on a commercial basic.
Today the educational system in Kazakhstan is presented by two languages: Kazakh and Russian. Primary education is the most developed of the state’s educational system. Pupils receive their primary education in schools of three different levels. Primary 1 - 4 grades, middle 5 - 9 grades and junior 10 - 11 grades. After finishing the 9th grade children continue education in high schools in technical - professional institutes, or in special schools.

7. SCHOOL UNIFORM
We are continuing our seminar about education. The next task is about school uniform in Great Britain and in Kazakhstan.
Today a lot of British schools have uniforms. Usually they differ only in colours but include a blazer, a pullover, a shirt (a blouse), trousers (a skirt), tights or socks, shoes and boots, a scarf and gloves of a certain color, a cap or a hat. School badge is on a cap and on a blazer’s pocket.
One of the most important elements of the uniform is a school tie.
Compare education in Great Britain and in Kazakhstan
School in Great Britain
Education in Britain is compulsory for all children between the ages of 5-16.
School-children attend a primary school for 6 years. When students transfer to Secondary School at the age of 11, they do not take any examination, but their reports are sent on from the Primary School. Secondary School. Most children go to a comprehensive school. “Comprehensive” means all-inclusive. They admit pupils of all abilities. But there are also “grammar school” and “secondary-modern schools”.

The pupils have to pass an exam to go there. Grammar school-a school for children over the age of 11, who are specially chosen to study for examinations which may lead to higher education. Secondary-modern school-a schools for children over the age of 11, who are not expected to go on to higher study later. All types of secondary schools have the 5-year courses for pupils from 11 years up to the school leaving age.

Pupils in all state schools in England and Wales study 10 main subjects: Core subjects: English, mathematics, science; Foundation subjects: history, geography, a modern language, (art, craft and design), music, information technology, physical education. Religious education is also taught. Attainment tests are given at the ages of 7, 11 and 14, 16. At the end of a 5-year courses, at the age of 16, students sit the General Certificate of Secondary Education exams in as many subjects as possible. At the age of 16 about two-thirds of these pupils leave school and get job or apprenticeships. About one-third stays on at school until the age of 18, preparing themselves for higher education.

The 6th Form. More ambitious pupils continue to study in the 6th form. They stay on at school for one or two years to prepare themselves for university. They have only three or four main subjects which are necessary to pass to advanced level exams at the age of 18. the school year is divided into three terms with the intervals between them during the Christmas and Easter holidays lasting about two weeks each and the summer holidays which begins rather late and is usually six weeks long. All kinds of out-of-class activities are part of school life in Britain. Students have a lot of opportunities for playing sports, attending different clubs and singing in a choir. Most schools have very good libraries which students use for reference work.

The elective courses are different in various schools.

English Channel, also called The Channel, French La Manche, narrow arm of the Atlantic Ocean separating the southern coast of England from the northern coast of France and tapering eastward to its junction with the North Sea at the Strait of Dover (French: Pas de Calais). With an area of some 29,000 square miles (75,000 square kilometres), it is the smallest of the shallow seas covering the continental shelf of Europe. From its mouth in the North Atlantic Ocean—an arbitrary limit marked by a line between the Scilly Isles and the Isle of Ushant—its width gradually narrows from 112 miles (180 kilometres) to a minimum of 21 miles, while its average depth decreases from 400 to 150 feet (120 to 45 metres). Although the English Channel is a feature of notable scientific interest, especially in regard to tidal movements, its location has given it immense significance over the centuries, as both a route and a barrier during the peopling of Britain and the emergence of the nation-states of modern Europe. The current English name (in general use since the early 18th century) probably derives from the designation “canal” in Dutch sea atlases of the late 16th century. Earlier names had included Oceanus Britannicus and the British Sea, and the French have regularly used La Manche (in reference to the sleevelike coastal outline) since the early 17th century. 
Geology

The contemporary English Channel probably is the result of a complex structural downfolding dating from about 40 million years ago, although signs of a downwarp tendency occur as early as 270 million years ago. The direct ancestor of the channel may well have been a sea occupying the downfold one to two million years ago, with a sea level 600 to 700 feet higher than the present level.

Physiography

The seafloor dips fairly steeply near the coasts but is generally flat and remarkably shallow (especially in relation to nearby land elevations); its greatest depth, 565 feet (172 metres) in the Hurd Deep, is one of a group of anomalous deep, enclosed troughs in the bed of the western channel. The channel has been shaped by the effect upon its rock strata (with their varying degrees of hardness) of such forces as weathering and erosion (when much of the area was dry land), sea-level changes, and contemporary erosion and deposition by marine currents.

The floor of the western channel generally is 200 to 400 feet deep and is relatively flat and featureless, reflecting fairly uniform rock types, mostly limestone. Harder igneous rocks cause shoals to emerge—as in the case of the Scilly Isles and Channel Islands—and submerged cliffs and narrow depressions provide some additional variety.

In the central channel (150 to 200 feet deep), depths are fairly uniform over chalk outcrops, but alternations of clays and limestones give rise to an undulating terrain, with deeps reaching almost twice the average. A continuation of the Seine River valley system north of the Cotentin Peninsula of Normandy complicates the relief forms. Farther east again, the seafloor is smoother and the geology simpler. Depths range from 6 to 160 feet, with such elongated banks as the Varne and the Ridge greatly constricting shipping lanes.

Because the English Channel, unlike the Irish or North seas, lay beyond the action of Pleistocene glaciers, superficial deposits are either very thin (three feet or less) or entirely absent. They represent a complex reworking of deposits of various ages, and their distribution reflects tidal streams. Where the streams are strong, the seabed is bare except for pebbles; decreasing velocities give rise to sand and gravel ribbons and waves (the latter up to 40 feet thick) and to thick beds of fine-grained deposits in sheltered areas, notabl.

History
Before the end of the Devensian glaciation (the most recent ice age that ended around 10,000 years ago), the British Isles were part of continental Europe, linked by an unbrokenWeald-Artois Anticline, which acted as a natural dam that held back a large freshwater pro-glacial lake in the Doggerland region, now submerged under the North Sea. During this period the North Sea and almost all of the British Isles were covered with ice. The lake was fed by meltwater from the Baltic and from the Caledonian and Scandinavian ice sheetsthat joined to the north, blocking its exit. The sea level was about 120 m (390 ft) lower than it is today. Then, more than 200,000 years ago a single catastrophic glacial lake outburst flood overtopped the Weald-Artois Anticline and scoured a channel through an expanse of low-lying tundra, right down to the underlying chalk bedrock. In a study published in 2007 high-resolution sonar revealed the unexpectedly well-preserved scourmarks and the telltale lenticular island forms characteristic of torrential flood. Through the scoured channel passed a river which now drained the combined Rhine and Thames towards the Atlantic to the west. As the ice sheet melted, a large freshwater lake formed in the southern part of what is now the North Sea. As the meltwater could still not escape to the north (as the northern North Sea was still frozen) the outflow channel from the lake entered the Atlantic Ocean in the region of Dover and Calais.

The Channel, which delayed human reoccupation of Great Britain for more than 100,000 years, has in historic times been both an easy entry for seafaring people and a key natural defence, halting invading armies while in conjunction with control of the North Sea allowing Britain to blockade the continent.[citation needed] The most significant failed invasion threats came when the Dutch and Belgian ports were held by a major continental power, e.g. from the Spanish Armada in 1588, Napoleon during theNapoleonic Wars, and Nazi Germany during World War II. Successful invasions include the Roman conquest of Britain, theNorman Conquest in 1066 and the invasion by the Dutch in 1688, while the concentration of excellent harbours in the Western Channel on Britain's south coast made possible the largest invasion of all time, the Normandy Landings in 1944. Channel naval battles include the Battle of the Downs (1639), Battle of Goodwin Sands (1652), the Battle of Portland (1653), the Battle of La Hougue (1692) and the engagement between USSKearsarge and CSS Alabama (1864).

In more peaceful times the Channel served as a link joining shared cultures and political structures, particularly the huge Angevin Empire from 1135 to 1217. For nearly a thousand years, the Channel also provided a link between the Modern Celtic regions and languages of Cornwall and Brittany. Brittany was founded by Britons who fled Cornwalland Devon after Anglo-Saxon encroachment. In Brittany, there is a region known as "Cornouaille" (Cornwall) in French and "Kernev" in Breton In ancient times there was also a "Domnonia" (Devon) in Brittany as well.

In February 1684 (New style), ice formed on the sea in a belt 3 miles (4.8 km) wide off the coast of Kent and 2 miles (3.2 km) wide on the French side

The novel centres on the life and adventures of Nicholas Nickleby, a young man who must support his mother and sister after his father dies.

Background
Nicholas Nickleby is Charles Dickens' third published novel. He returned to his favourite publishers and to the format that was considered so successful with The Pickwick Papers. The story first appeared in monthly parts, after which it was issued in one volume. The style is considered to be episodic and humorous. Dickens began writing 'Nickleby' while still working on Oliver Twist and while the mood is considerably lighter, his depiction of the Yorkshire school run by Wackford Squeers is as moving and influential as those of the workhouse and criminal underclass in Twist.

'Nickleby' marks a new development in a further sense as it is the first of Dickens' romances. When it was published the book was an immediate and complete success and established Dickens's lasting reputation.

The cruelty of a real Yorkshire schoolmaster named William Shaw became the basis for Dickens's brutal character of Wackford Squeers. Dickens visited his school and based the school section of Nicholas Nickleby on his visit.[1]
Major themes
Like many of Dickens' works, the novel has a contemporary setting. Much of the action takes place in London, with several chapters taking place in Dickens' birthplace of Portsmouth, as well as settings in Yorkshire and Devon.

The tone of the work is that of ironic social satire, with Dickens taking aim at what he perceives to be social injustices. Many memorable characters are introduced, including Nicholas' malevolent Uncle Ralph, and the villainous Wackford Squeers, who operates an abusive all-boys boarding school at which Nicholas temporarily serves as a Nicholas Nickleby's father dies unexpectedly after losing all of his money in a poor investment. Nicholas, his mother and his younger sister, Kate, are forced to give up their comfortable lifestyle in Devonshire and travel to London to seek the aid of their only relative, Nicholas's uncle Ralph Nickleby. Ralph, a cold and ruthless businessman, has no desire to help his destitute relations and hates Nicholas, who reminds him of his dead brother, on sight. He gets Nicholas a low-paying job as an assistant to Wackford Squeers, who runs the school Dotheboys Hall in Yorkshire. Nicholas is initially wary of Squeers (a very unpleasant man with one eye) because he is gruff and violent towards his young charges, but he tries to quell his suspicions. As Nicholas boards the stagecoach for Greta Bridge, he is handed a letter by Ralph's clerk, Newman Noggs. A once-wealthy businessman, Noggs lost his fortune, became a drunk and had no other recourse but to seek employment with Ralph, whom he loathes. The letter expresses concern for the innocent young man and offers assistance if Nicholas ever requires it. Once he arrives in Yorkshire, Nicholas comes to realise that Squeers is running a scam: he takes in unwanted children (most of whom are illegitimate, crippled or deformed) for a high fee, and starves and mistreats his charges while using the money sent by their parents to pad his own pockets. Squeers and his monstrous wife whip and beat the children regularly while spoiling their own son rotten. Lessons are no better; they show how badly Squeers himself is and he uses the lessons as excuses to send the boys off on chores. While he is there, Nicholas befriends a simple boy named Smike, who is older than the other “students” and now acts as an unpaid servant. Nicholas attracts the attention of Fanny Squeers, his employer's plain and shrewish daughter, who deludes herself into thinking that Nicholas is in love with her. She attempts to disclose her affections during a game of cards, but Nicholas doesn't catch her meaning. Instead he ends up flirting with her friend Tilda Price, to the consternation of both Fanny and Tilda's friendly but crude-mannered fiancé John Browdie. After being accosted by Fanny again, Nicholas bluntly tells her he does not return her affections and wishes to be free of the horrible atmosphere of Dotheboys Hall, earning her enmity.





Nicholas astonishes Mr Squeers and family

Fanny uses her new-found loathing of Nicholas to make life difficult for the only friend he has at the school: Smike, whom Squeers takes to beating more and more frequently. One day Smike runs away, but is caught and brought back to Dotheboys. Squeers begins to beat him, but Nicholas intervenes. Squeers strikes him across the face and Nicholas snaps, beating the schoolmaster violently. Quickly packing his belongings and leaving Dotheboys Hall, he meets John Browdie on the way. Browdie finds the idea that Squeers himself has been beaten uproariously funny, and gives Nicholas money and a walking staff to aid him on his trip back to London. At dawn, he is found by Smike, who begs to come with him. Nicholas and Smike set out towards London. Among other things, Nicholas wants to find out what Squeers is going tell his uncle.

Meanwhile, Kate and her mother are forced by Ralph to move out of their lodgings in the house of the kindly portrait painter Miss LaCreevy and into a cold and drafty house Ralph owns in a London slum. Ralph finds employment for Kate working for a fashionable milliner, Madame Mantalini. Her husband, Mr Mantalini, is a gigolo who depends on his (significantly older) wife to supply his extravagant tastes and offends Kate by leering at her. Kate proves initially clumsy at her job, which endears her to the head of the showroom, Miss Knagg, a vain and foolish woman who uses Kate to make herself look better. This backfires when a client prefers to be served by the young and pretty Kate rather than the ageing Miss Knagg. Kate is blamed for the insult, and as a result, Kate is ostracised by the other milliners and left friendless.

Nicholas seeks out the aid of Newman Noggs, who shows him a letter that Fanny Squeers has written to Ralph. It viciously exaggerates the events of the beating and slanders Nicholas. They suspect Ralph secretly knows the truth, but is latching onto Fanny's account to further persecute Nicholas. Noggs tells Nicholas, who is intent on confronting his uncle, that Ralph is out of town and advises him to find a job. Nicholas goes to an employment office, where he encounters a strikingly beautiful girl. His search for employment fails, and he is about to give up when Noggs offers him the meagre position of French teacher to the children of his neighbours, the Kenwigs family, and Nicholas is hired under the assumed name of “Johnson” to teach the children French.

Ralph asks Kate to attend a dinner he is hosting for some business associates. When she arrives she discovers she is the only woman in attendance, and it becomes clear Ralph is using her as bait to entice the foolish nobleman Lord Frederick Verisopht to do business with him. The other guests include Verisopht's mentor and friend, the disreputable nobleman Sir Mulberry Hawk, who humiliates Kate at dinner by making her the subject of an offensive bet. She flees the table, but is later accosted by Hawk. He attempts to force himself on her but is stopped by Ralph. Ralph shows some unexpected tenderness towards Kate but insinuates that he will withdraw his financial help if she tells her mother about what happened.

The next day, Nicholas discovers that his uncle has returned. He visits his mother and sister just as Ralph is reading them Fanny Squeers’ letter and slandering Nicholas. He confronts his uncle, who vows to give no financial assistance to the Nicklebys as long as Nicholas stays with them. His hand forced, Nicholas agrees to leave London, but warns Ralph that a day of reckoning will one day come between them.

The next morning, Nicholas and Smike travel towards Portsmouth with the intention of becoming sailors. At an inn, they encounter the theatrical manager Vincent Crummles, who hires Nicholas (still going under the name of Johnson) on sight as his new juvenile lead and playwright with the task of adapting French tragedies into English and then modifying them for the troupe's minimal dramatic abilities. Nicholas and Smike join the acting company and are warmly received by the troupe, which includes Crummles's formidable wife, their daughter, "The Infant Phenomenon", and many other eccentric and melodramatic thespians. Nicholas and Smike make their debuts in Romeo and Juliet, as Romeo and the Apothecary respectively, and are met with great acclaim from the provincial audiences. Nicholas enjoys a flirtation with his Juliet, the lovely Miss Snevellici.

Back in London, Mr Mantalini’s reckless spending has bankrupted his wife. Madame Mantalini is forced to sell her business to Miss Knagg, whose first order of business is to fire Kate. She finds employment as the companion of the social-climbing Mrs Wittiterly. Meanwhile, Sir Mulberry Hawk begins a plot to humiliate Kate for refusing his advances. He uses Lord Frederick, who is infatuated with her, to discover where she lives from Ralph. He is about to succeed in this plot when Mrs Nickleby enters Ralph's office, and the two rakes switch their attentions from Kate's uncle to her mother, successfully worming their way into Mrs Nickleby's company and gaining access to the Wittiterly house. Mrs. Wittiterly grows jealous and admonishes Kate for flirting with the noblemen. The unfairness of this accusation makes Kate so angry that she rebukes her employer, who flies into a fit of hysterics. With no other recourse, Kate goes to her uncle for assistance, but he refuses to help her, citing his business relationships with Hawk and Verisopht. It is left to Newman Noggs to come to her aid, and he writes to Nicholas, telling him in vague terms of his sister's urgent need of him. Nicholas immediately quits the Crummles troupe and returns to London.

Education in Kazakhstan.
We started school at the age of seven. After four years of primary school we went to secondary school. Primary and secondary schools together comprise eleven years of classes are compulsory in our republic.
Our school year began on the first of September and ended in May. It lasted 9 months. We had four holidays a year: winter, spring, summer and autumn. On the 1st of September we got acquainted with our teachers and had our first lessons. Every lesson lasted 45 minutes. Every day we had 5 or 6 lessons.
The primary school curriculum included such as subjects Kazakh, Maths, Russian, Drawing, PT and Music. We had also Nature classes. Our school was not English but we had English classes which started in the 2nd form.
Recently Kazakhstan has also developed several types of schools with greater specialization such as gymnasium, technical, lyceums and private schools. Education is free, except those which work on a commercial basic.
Today the educational system in Kazakhstan is presented by two languages: Kazakh and Russian. Primary education is the most developed of the state’s educational system. Pupils receive their primary education in schools of three different levels. Primary 1 - 4 grades, middle 5 - 9 grades and junior 10 - 11 grades. After finishing the 9th grade children continue education in high schools in technical - professional institutes, or in special schools.

III. The new theme:   Geographical Position of the USA     
  The USA occupies the central part of the North American continent. It borders on Canada in the north and Mexico in the south. It is washed by the Atlantic Ocean in the east, by the Pacific Ocean in the west and by the Gulf of Mexico in the south.

The present territory of the USA consists of three separate parts. The USA proper and Alaska are situated in North America. The Hawaii are situated in the central part of the Pacific Ocean.

The area of the country is about 9,400,000 km2. Its population is about 256 million people.

No general statement can be made about the landscape of the USA. It is a country of mountains and prairies, valleys and deserts. About one half of the territory in the west is occupied by the Cordilleras. In the east there are the Appalachian Mountains. Between these great mountain chains central and large valleys lie.

The Rocky Mountains extend from Alaska through Canada and the USA to Mexico. Together with the Sierra Nevada Mountains in California they have snow-capped peaks and clear mountain lakes.

The Great Lakes are situated in the north-east of the country. They are Lake Ontario, Lake Huron, Lake Erie, Lake Superior, Lake Michigan. The largest rivers of the USA are the Mississippi, the Missouri, the Columbia, the Colorado, and the Yukon. American rivers have very expressive names: the Snake River, the Milk River, the Green River, the Sweetwater River, the White River.

The USA has rich deposits of coal, oil, iron, zinc, copper, silver, phosphate rock, natural gas, uranium and nonferrous meta

The USA major rivers and lakes
The longest river in the United States is the Missouri River** The world's longest river is the Nile, which is located in Egypt. It is almost 6 670 km long!. The Missouri River starts in Montana and covers 4 090 km before flowing into the Mississippi River, the second longest river in the United States. The Mississippi (3 770 km) flows to the south and empties into the Gulf of Mexico at New Orleans.

The Missouri-Mississippi river system is the third longest river in the world.

Another important river of the United States is the Hudson River which flows across the northeastern part of the country and empties into the Atlantic Ocean at New York. 

The rivers in the west of the country are unsuitable for navigation because they flow through deep canyons and are cut by numerous rapids, which fact, however, makes them a good source of electric power. These rivers start in the Cordilleras and empty into the Pacific Ocean. The largest among them are the Columbia River and the Colorado River. 

World-famous is the region of the Great Lakes, situated in the north-east of the United States bordering Canada. Geographical Position of the USA

The USA occupies the central part of the North American continent. It borders on Canada in the north and Mexico in the south. It is washed by the Atlantic Ocean in the east, by the Pacific Ocean in the west and by the Gulf of Mexico in the south.

The present territory of the USA consists of three separate parts. The USA proper and Alaska are situated in North America. The Hawaii are situated in the central part of the Pacific Ocean.

The area of the country is about 9,400,000 km2. Its population is about 256 million people.

No general statement can be made about the landscape of the USA. It is a country of mountains and prairies, valleys and deserts. About one half of the territory in the west is occupied by the Cordilleras. In the east there are the Appalachian Mountains. Between these great mountain chains central and large valleys lie.

The Rocky Mountains extend from Alaska through Canada and the USA to Mexico. Together with the Sierra Nevada Mountains in California they have snow-capped peaks and clear mountain lakes.

The Great Lakes are situated in the north-east of the country. They are Lake Ontario, Lake Huron, Lake Erie, Lake Superior, Lake Michigan. The largest rivers of the USA are the Mississippi, the Missouri, the Columbia, the Colorado, and the Yukon. American rivers have very expressive names: the Snake River, the Milk River, the Green River, the Sweetwater River, the White River.

The USA has rich deposits of coal, oil, iron, zinc, copper, silver, phosphate rock, natural gas, uranium and nonferrous metals. The country has one fourth of the world’s coal deposits.

GEOGRAPHY OF THE USA
geography united states

The term “United States”, when used in the geographical sense, means the 48 states of continental United States, Alaska, Hawaii, Puerto Rico, Guam, and the Virgin Islands of the United States. Forty-eight of the States are in the single region between Canada and Mexico; this group is referred to, with varying precision and formality, as the continental or contiguousUnited States, and as the Lower 48. Alaska, which is not included in the term contiguous United States, is at the northwestern end of North America, separated from the Lower 48 by Canada. The State of Hawaii is an archipelago in the Pacific Ocean.

1. Geographical position of the USA
The United States of America is a country in the Western Hemisphere. The United States shares land borders with Canada (to the north) and Mexico (to the south), and a territorial water border with Russia in the northwest. The contiguous forty-eight states are otherwise bounded by the Pacific Ocean on the west, the Atlantic Ocean on the east, and the Gulf of Mexico to the southeast. Alaska borders the Pacific Ocean to the south, the Bering Strait to the west, and the Arctic Ocean to the north, while Hawaii lies far to the southwest of the mainland in the Pacific Ocean. The capital city, Washington, District of Columbia, is a federal district located on land donated by the state of Maryland. (Virginia had also donated land, but it was returned in 1847).

2. State symbols of the USA
2.1. The flag of the USA
The flag of the US (also known as Old Glory, Stars and Stripes or Star-Spangled Banner) consists of 13 horizontal stripes, 7 red alternating with 6 white. The stripes represent the original 13 colonies, the stars represent the 50 states of the Union. The colors of the flag are symbolic as well: Red symbolizes Hardiness and Valor, White symbolizes Purity and Innocence and Blue represents Vigilance, Perseverance and Justice.

2.2. The US coat of arms
The image from the obverse (front) of the Great Seal is often used informally as national arms of the USA. It is only attached (affixed) to certain documents, such as foreign treaties and presidential proclamations. Both sides of the Great Seal can be seen on the back of a U.S. one-dollar bill.

The main figure on the obverse of the seal is a bald eagle with its wings outstretched (or “displayed”, in heraldic terms). From the eagle's perspective, it holds a bundle of 13 arrows in its left talon, (referring to the 13 original states), and an olive branch, in its right talon, together symbolizing that the United States of America has “a strong desire for peace, but will always be ready for war”. Although not specified by law, the olive branch is usually depicted with 13 leaves and 13 olives, again representing the 13 original states. The eagle has its head turned towards the olive branch, said to symbolize a preference for peace. In its beak, the eagle clutches the motto E pluribus unum (“Out of Many, One”). Over its head there appears a “glory” with 13 mullets (stars) on a blue field. In the current (and several previous) dies of the great seal, the 13 stars above the eagle are arranged in rows of 1-4-3-4-1, forming a six-pointed star.

The shield the eagle bears on its breast, though sometimes drawn incorrectly, has two main differences from the American flag. First, it has no stars on the blue chief (though other arms based on it do: the chief of the arms of the United States Senate may show 13 or 50 , and the shield of the 9/11 Commission has, sometimes, 50 mullets on the chief). Second, unlike the American flag, the outermost stripes are white, not red; so as not to violate the heraldic rule of tincture.

The 1782 resolution adopting the seal blazons the image on the reverse as “A pyramid unfinished. In the zenith an eye in a triangle, surrounded by a glory, proper”. The pyramid is conventionally shown as consisting of 13 layers of blocks to refer to the 13 original states. There are also 13 sides shown on the ribbon. The adopting resolution provides that it is inscribed on its base with the date MDCCLXXVI (1776) in Roman numerals. Where the top of the pyramid should be, the Eye of Providence watches over it. Two mottos appear: Annuit Cњptis signifies that Providence has "approved of (our) undertakings”. Novus Ordo Seclorum, freely taken from Virgil, means “a new order of the ages”.

2.3. The USA bird symbol
The American bald eagle was adopted as the official bird symbol of the United States of America in 1782. The bald eagle was chosen because of it's majestic beauty, great strength, long life, and because it's native to North America** Founding father Benjamin Franklin wanted the wild turkey to be adopted as the US bird symbol. He wrote in a letter to his daughter: “For my own part I wish the Bald Eagle had not been chosen the Representative of our Country. He is a Bird of bad moral Character. He does not get his Living honestly. You may have seen him perched on some dead Tree near the River, where, too lazy to fish for himself, he watches the Labour of the Fishing Hawk; and when that diligent Bird has at length taken a Fish, and is bearing it to his Nest for the Support of his Mate and young Ones, the Bald Eagle pursues him and takes it from him… “..

2.4. The USA national anthem
“The Star-Spangled Banner” is the national anthem of the United States of America. The lyrics come from a poem written in 1814 by Francis Scott Key, a then 35-year-old amateur poet. The poem was set to the tune of a popular British drinking song “To Anacrean in Heaven”, written by John Stafford Smith for the Anacreontic Society, a London social club. Although the song has 4 stanzas, onle the first is commonly sung today:

O! say can you see by the dawn's early light
What so proudly we hailed at the twilight's last gleaming.
Whose broad stripes and bright stars through the perilous fight,
O'er the ramparts we watched were so gallantly streaming.
And the rockets' red glare, the bombs bursting in air,
Gave proof through the night that our flag was still there.
OHH, say does that star-spangled banner yet wave
O'er the land of the free and the home of the brave?
3. The USA physical geography
The conterminous United States may be divided into seven broad physiographic divisions: from east to west, the Atlantic-Gulf Coastal Plain; the Appalachian Highlands; the Interior Plains; the Interior Highlands; the Rocky Mountain System; the Intermontane Region; and the Pacific Mountain System. An eighth division, the Laurentian Uplands, a part of the Canadian Shield, dips into the United States from Canada in the Great Lakes region. It is an area of little local relief, with an irregular drainage system and many lakes, as well as some of the oldest exposed rocks in the United States.

The Atlantic-Gulf Coastal Plain begins at Cape Cod and Long Island (moraines and outwash plains) and contains southeastern Atlantic and Gulf continental shelf - includes all of Florida and Louisiana. It is low and flat.

The Appalachian Highlands sweeping from Newfoundland to Alabama dominate the landscape of the Eastern seaboard. Their peaks, ridges, hills, and valleys form a belt almost 3,200 kilometers long and up to 580 kilometers wide.

The Interior Plains may be divided into two sections: the fertile central lowlands, the agricultural heartland of the United States; and the Great Plains, a treeless plateau that gently rises from the central lowlands to the foothills of the Rocky Mountains.

The Interior Highlands are located just West of the Mississippi River between the Interior Plains and the Gulf Coastal Plain. This region consists of the rolling Ozark Plateau to the north and the Ouachita Mountains, which are similar in structure to the ridge and valley section of the Appalachians, to the east.

The Rocky Mountain System is a geologically young and complex system that extends into northwest United States from Canada and runs south into New Mexico. There are numerous high peaks in the Rockies; the highest is Mountain Elbert (4,399 m). The Rocky Mountains are divided into four sections - the Northern Rockies, the Middle Rockies, the Wyoming (Great Divide) Basin, and the Southern Rockies. Along the crest of the Rockies is the Continental Divide, separating Atlantic-bound drainage from that heading for the Pacific Ocean.

The Intermontane Region is between the Rocky Mountains and the ranges to the west. It is an arid expanse of plateaus, basins, and ranges. The Columbia Plateau, in the north of the region, was formed by volcanic lava and is drained by the Columbia River and its tributary the Snake River, both of which have cut deep canyons into the plateau. The enormous Colorado Plateau, an area of sedimentary rock, is drained by the Colorado River and its tributaries; there the Colorado River has entrenched itself to form the Grand Canyon, one of the world's most impressive scenic wonders. West of the plateaus is the Basin and Range province, an area of extensive semidesert.

the Grand Canyon
The Pacific Mountain System is between the Intermontane Region and the Pacific Ocean. It is a series of ranges generally paralleling the coast, formed by faulting and volcanism. The Cascade Range, with its numerous volcanic peaks extends south from southwest Canada into northern California, and from there is continued south by the Sierra Nevada, a great fault block. Mountain Whitney (4,418 m), in the Sierra Nevada, is the highest peak in the conterminous United States.

Alaska contains some of the most dramatic and untapped scenery in the country. Tall, prominent mountain ranges rise up sharply from broad, flat tundra plains. On the islands off the south and southwest coast are many volcanoes. Hawaii, far to the south of Alaska in the Pacific Ocean, is a chain of tropical, volcanic islands, popular as a tourist destination for many from East Asia and the mainland United States.

3.2 The USA major mountains ranges
The country has three major mountain ranges. The Appalachians extend from Canada to the state of Alabama, a few hundred miles west of the Atlantic Ocean. They are the oldest of the three mountain ranges, and offer spectacular sightseeing and excellent camping spots. The Rockies are the highest in North America, extending from Alaska to New Mexico, with many areas protected as national parks. They offer hiking, camping, and sightseeing opportunities. The combined Sierra Nevada and Cascade ranges are the youngest. The Sierras extend across the “backbone” of California, with sites such as Lake Tahoe and Yosemite National Park, then give way to the even younger volcanic Cascade range, with some of the highest points in the country.

The highest mountain in the USA is Denali/Mountain McKinley (6,194 m) in south central Alaska.

3.3 The USA major cities
The biggest city in the USA is New York City, New York, which has over 8 million people. The second-biggest city in the USA is Los Angeles, California, which has almost 4 million people. 

Here is the list of some other big cities.

Minneapolis, Minnesota
Minneapolis, in conjunction with its neighboring city, St Paul, has a population of more than two million. Known as the Twin Cities, Minneapolis and St Paul serve as the financial and cultural center of Minnesota.

St. Louis, Missouri
Located on the Mississippi River, which separates Missouri from Illinois, St Louis is known as the Gateway to the West. This heritage is symbolized by the city's famous Gateway Arch, which was built in 1965 and is 192 m high. With a population of approximately 2,6 million, St Louis offers a vibrant waterfront area, a zoo, and art and history museums.

Boston, Massachusetts
Boston is the capital of Massachusetts and the largest city in New England. Known for its charming neighborhoods and historic landmarks, Boston's greater metropolitan area is home to more than five million people.

Philadelphia, Pennsylvania
Founded in 1682, Philadelphia boasts a historic past. This is the city that witnessed the writing of the Declaration of Independence and the signing of the U.S. Constitution. Home to more than five million residents in the metropolitan area, Philadelphia is just two hours from both New York City and Washington, D.C.

Atlanta, Georgia
Atlanta is the business center of the Southeast, with CNN, Coca-Cola, Delta Airlines, and United Parcel Service all headquartered there. This city of four million also has professional sports, a world-class orchestra, and charming neighborhoods.

Dallas, Texas
Dallas - along with its neighboring city, Ft Worth - is home to five million residents and has a distinctly western flavor. Culture and international business go hand-in-hand here: the city is famous for its live rodeos and country music and is also home to major corporations.

Miami, Florida 
This city of two million is located on the southernmost tip of Florida and encompasses more than 80 miles of Atlantic coastline. The city is known for its Cuban flavor, beautiful beaches, and plentiful nightlife.

Las Vegas, Nevada
The “Entertainment Capital of the World” is home to more than 1,5 million people in the metropolitan area. Las Vegas is a culturally and ethnically diverse city with a history steeped in African-American, Hispanic, European, Native American, and Asian heritage. Located in southeastern Nevada, Las Vegas has a dry desert climate. Las Vegas is a popular tourist destination that features resorts and outdoor recreational areas.

Phoenix, Arizona
Phoenix is the capital of Arizona and is now the sixth-largest city in the United States, with a population of more than three million. Located in the Sonoran desert, Phoenix enjoys a warm, sunny climate all year round. Summers are hot, but in the winter many Americans migrate to the Phoenix area to escape the cold weather, snow, and ice in other parts of the country. This may explain why some of the fastest growing cities in the United States are in Arizona.

Seattle, Washington
Seattle is located on Puget Sound approximately 100 miles south of the U.S.-Canadian border. The city is home to more than three million people, and is a commercial, cultural, and technological hub of the Pacific Northwest. Surrounded by mountains and water, Seattle features picture-perfect views and abundant recreational opportunities year-round.

3.4 Weather and climate in the USA
Due to the immense size and spread of topology in the US the climate is incredibly varied. If there is a “general” climate then it is temperate, but it is also tropical in Florida and Hawaii, arctic in Alaska, arid in the Great Basin of the southwest and semi-arid in the Great Plains to the west of the Mississippi River.

The temperature range runs between the extremes of 57 degrees C during the summer months in California's Death Valley to -62 degrees C in Alaska, with every other shade in between. The northern states are the coldest, with bitter, freezing winters - especially in the plains, Midwest and Northeast. Low temperatures in January and February in the Northwest are occasionally tempered by warm chinook winds from the eastern slopes of the Rocky Mountains. 

In contrast, the southern states are known as the Sunbelt, where it rarely drops below freezing. 

Hot summers are the norm throughout the US, except in New England, Oregon and Washington state, all of which are rainier and less predictable than the rest of the country. 

Temperate states are concentrated in the Pacific Northwest, while humidity is characteristic of the south, east coast and Midwest (smog levels rise accordingly and can make visiting some cities uncomfortable for those with respiratory problems), and heatwaves common in the Southwest. 

Spring and autumn conditions are generally mild, warm and sunny - but also wet in some areas, particularly the Pacific Northwest. 

Tornado season arrives in the Midwest between April and June, and hurricanes are common in early summer along the southern East Coast and Gulf of Mexico coast - TV and radio will broadcast warnings for both, but the chances of encountering one on a short visit are remote. 

3.5 Mineral resources of the USA
The chief mineral products of the USA are, in order of value, petroleum (US ranks second, after Saudi Arabia, in the production of petroleum), natural gas (USA is second after Russia in natural gas production), and coal (USA ranks second in coal after China). Major deposits of petroleum and natural gas occur in Alaska, California, Louisiana, Oklahoma, and Texas. Most coal deposits lie in the Interior Plains and the Appalachian Highlands.

Other important minerals include clay, copper, gold, granite, iron ore, limestone, salt, sand, zinc, timber.

Land use: arable land: 19% permanent crops; 25% forests and woodland; 30% other.

Sources to generate energy are petroleum (40%) - for powering motor vehicles, heating houses and factories; natural gas (25%) - industrial use; household use; coal (25%); electric power.

3.6 Demographics of the United States
The United States has a population of 306 million. It is a very urbanized nation, with 81% of the population residing in cities and suburbs as of mid-year 2005 (the worldwide urban rate was 49%). The population center of the United States has consistently shifted westward and southward, with California and Texas currently the most populous states. The total fertility rate in the United States estimated for 2008 is 2,1 children per woman, which is roughly the replacement level. However, U.S. population growth is among the highest in industrialized countries, due to strong immigration, and the United States Census Bureau shows an increase of 1,01% between November 2007 and November 2008. Nonetheless, though high by industrialized country standards, this is below the world average annual rate of 1,19%. Long term, the U.S. growth rate is projected to surpass that of the world at large: the Census Bureau projects a population of 439 million in 2050, which is a 46% gain from 2007, compared to the world population's gain of 38% over the same period, per United Nations projections; per the U.N., the U.S. increase will be 32%, from 306 million in 2007 to 402 million in 2050. 

People under 20 years of age made up over a quarter of the U.S. population (27,6%), and people aged 65 and over made up one-eighth (12,6%) in 2007. The national median age was 36,7 years.

Ethnic groups in the United States. The United States is a diverse country racially and ethnically. White Americans are the racial majority and are spread throughout the country; racial minorities, composing one fourth of the population, are concentrated in coastal and metropolitan areas. The Black American or African American population is concentrated in the South, and also spread throughout parts of the Northeast and Midwest. Black Americans make up the largest racial minority in the United States. 

White Americans make up 76% of the total population per the 2006 American Community Survey (ACS). Of the White American population, 8% are Hispanic (comprising approximately half of the Hispanic group's population). White Americans are the majority in every region but attain their highest concentration in the Midwest, where they account for 84% of the population. Asian Americans are concentrated in the Western states; 47% of them reside there, mostly in California and Hawaii. Half of the American Indian population resides in the West; there were 4,1 million in 2000, including those of partial ancestry, their highest population ever since the U.S. was founded in 1776. The Inuit population is mainly found in Alaska, and more than three quarters of the Native Hawaiian and Pacific Islander population is found in the West, mostly in Hawaii and California. The population of those described as “two or more races” resides mostly in the West and South, where a combined 69% of all multiracial Americans reside. Americans of “some other race” - a catchall, non-standard category almost all of whose members are reclassified as white in official documents - are nearly all Hispanic or Latino in ancestral or national origin, and 44% lived in the West in 2006. 

Hispanic and Latino Americans form a racially and ethnically diverse ancestral group, constituting the nation's largest collated ancestral minority. Hispanics and Latinos are most concentrated in the West, where they represent 27% of the population, corresponding to 43% of the group's population nationwide. 

The official language of the USA is de facto English. Knowledge of English is required of immigrants seeking naturalization. Some Americans advocate making English the official language, which is the law in 27 states. Three states also grant official status to other languages alongside English: French in Louisiana (which is a former French colony), Hawaiian in Hawaii, and Spanish in New Mexico (former Mexican territory).

4. The USA economic geography
The United States has a capitalist mixed economy, which is fueled by abundant natural resources, a well-developed infrastructure, and high productivity.

Mining. The United States is a major contributor to the global mining industry - petroleum, natural gas and coal.

Agriculture- is a major industry in the United States and the country is a net exporter of food. The country is a top producer of corn, soy beans, rice, and wheat.Beef cattle rank as most valuable product of American farms. Other leading farm products, in order of value, include milk, chickens and eggs, cotton. US farms also produce large amounts of hay, tobacco, turkeys, potatoes, tomatoes, apples and peanuts.

Fishing. The greatest quantities of fish are taken from the Gulf of Mexico (shrimp, oysters). The Pacific Ocean supplies Alaska Pollock, cod, crabs, herring, salmon, tuna. The Atlantic yields cod, flounder, herring and other fish.

Manufacturing. The value of American manufactured goods is greater than that of any other country. The leading categories of US products are, in order of importance, transportation equipment, food products, chemicals, nonelectrical machinery, electrical machinery and equipment, fabricated metal products, printed materials, primary metals, paper products, scientific and medical instruments.

Services: finance, insurance, real estate, commodity and security exchanges.

Creative industries: include more than 12,000 stations, about 1,550 television stations, and more than 1,400 cable TV systems. Hollywood film industry and popular music also make a great contribution to the country's economy.

Transport. The backbone of the nation's transportation infrastructure is a network of high-capacity highways. America created car culture, so don't be surprised by the fact that nearly everyone of legal driving age has a car and uses it at every possible opportunity.

The rail network is among the world's best, though the passenger rail network is underdeveloped by European and Japanese standards. For a country that owes so much to the penetration of railroads and that has such a potent railroad mythology, the US has a train system that can be surprisingly impractical and not always comfortable. Ticket prices vary in value, but the earlier you make a reservation, the cheaper the ticket.

Air travel is the preferred means of travel for long distances. Most visitors arrive by air, and heavy competition on popular routes means that inexpensive flights are often available. The main international airports are in Boston, New York, Washington, Miami, Chicago, Dallas-Fort Worth, Houston, Atlanta, Denver, Seattle, San Francisco and Los Angeles. There are connecting flights from these airports to hundreds of other US cities.

IT. The major centres for technology in the USA are the San Francisco Bay and the Pacific Northwest.

Silicon Valley is the southern part of the San Francisco Bay Area in Northern California, United States. The term originally referred to the region's large number of silicon chip innovators and manufacturers, but eventually came to refer to all the high-tech businesses in the area; it is now generally used as a metonym for the high-tech sector. Despite the development of other high-tech economic centers throughout the United States, Silicon Valley continues to be the leading high-tech hub because of its large number of engineers and venture capitalists. Geographically, Silicon Valley encompasses the northern part of Santa Clara Valley and adjacent communities.

5. Washington, D.C. - the capital city of the United States
Washington, D.C. is the capital of the United States, founded on July 16, 1790. The City of Washington was originally a separate municipality within the Territory of Columbia until an act of Congress in 1871 effectively merged the City and the Territory into a single entity called the District of Columbia. It is for this reason that the city, while legally named the District of Columbia, is known as Washington, D.C. The city is located on the north bank of the Potomac River and is bordered by the states of Virginia to the southwest and Maryland to the other sides. The District has a resident population of 591,833.

Washington replaced Philadelphia as the nation's capital in 1800.

The District has a total area of 177 km2, of which 159 km2 is land and 18 km2 (10.16%) is water. The District is no longer 260 km2 due to the retrocession of the southern portion of the District back to the Commonwealth of Virginia in 1846. The District's current area consists only of territory ceded by the state of Maryland. Washington is therefore surrounded by the states of Maryland to the southeast, northeast, and northwest and Virginia to the southwest.

Washington, D.C. is a planned city. The design for the City of Washington was largely the work of Pierre Charles L'Enfant, a French-born architect, engineer, and city planner who first arrived in the colonies as a military engineer with Major General Lafayette during the American Revolutionary War. In 1791, President Washington commissioned L'Enfant to plan the layout of the new capital city. L'Enfant's plan was modeled in the Baroque style, which incorporated broad avenues radiating out from rectangles and circles, providing for open space and landscaping. In March 1792, President Washington dismissed L'Enfant due to his insistence on micromanaging the city's planning, which had resulted in conflicts with the three commissioners appointed by Washington to supervise the capital's construction. Andrew Ellicott, who had worked with L'Enfant surveying the city, was then commissioned to complete the plans. Though Ellicott made revisions to the original plans, including changes to some street patterns, L'Enfant is still credited with the overall design of the city. The City of Washington was bounded by what is now Florida Avenue to the north, Rock Creek to the west, and the Anacostia River to the east.

Major sights of Washington, D.C.
The United States Capitol serves as the seat of government for the United States Congress, the legislative branch of the U.S. federal government. It is located in Washington, D.C., on top of Capitol Hill at the eastern end of the National Mall. Although not in the geographic center of the District of Columbia, the Capitol is the origin by which the quadrants of the district are divided. Officially, both the east and west sides of the Capitol are referred to as “fronts”. Historically, however, the east front was initially the side of the building intended for the arrival of visitors and dignitaries.

The building is marked by its central dome above a rotunda and two wings, one for each chamber of Congress: the north wing is the Senate chamber and the south wing is the House of Representatives chamber. Above these chambers are galleries where visitors can watch the Senate and House of Representatives. It is an example of the neoclassical architecture style. The statue on top of the dome is the Statue of Freedom. Underground tunnels (and even a private underground railway) connect the main Capitol building with each of the Congressional office buildings in the surrounding complex. All rooms in the Capitol (540) are designated as either S (for Senate) or H (for House), depending on whether they are north (Senate) or south (House) of the Rotunda.

The White House is the official residence and principal workplace of the President of the United States. Located at 1600 Pennsylvania Avenue NW in Washington, D.C., it was built between 1792 and 1800 of white-painted Aquia sandstone in the late Georgian style and has been the executive residence of every U.S. President since John Adams. When Thomas Jefferson moved into the home in 1801, he (with architect Benjamin Henry Latrobe) expanded the building outward, creating two colonnades which were meant to conceal stables and storage.

The White House is made up of six stories - the Ground Floor, State Floor, Second Floor, and Third Floor, as well as a two-story basement. The term White House is regularly used as a metonym for the Executive Office of the President of the United States and for the president's administration and advisors in general. The property is owned by the National Park Service and is part of the President's Park.

The Washington Monument (also known as Pencil) is the most prominent structure in Washington, D.C. and one of the city's early attractions.  It was built in honor of George Washington, who led the country to independence and then became its first President. The Monument is shaped like an Egyptian obelisk and offers views in excess of thirty miles. It was finished on December 6, 1884.

The Lincoln Memorial stands at the west end of the National Mall as a neoclassical monument to the 16th President. The memorial is designed by Henry Bacon, after ancient Greek temples. It is surrounded by a peristyle of 38 fluted Doric columns, one for each of the thirty six states in the Union at the time of Lincoln's death, and two columns in-antis at the entrance behind the colonnade. The north and south side chambers contain carved inscriptions of Lincoln's Second Inaugural Address and his Gettysburg Address. Lying between the north and south chambers is the central hall containing the solitary figure of Lincoln sitting in contemplation. The statue was carved in four years by the Piccirilli brothers under the supervision of the sculptor, Daniel Chester French. The statue of Lincoln and weighs 175 tons. The original plan was for the statue to be only ten feet high, but this was changed so that the figure of Lincoln would not be dwarfed by the size of the chamber. A commission to plan a monument was first proposed in 1867, shortly after Lincoln's death. The design for that plan called for six equestrian and 31 pedestrian statues of colossal size, with a huge statue of Lincoln in the center. 

That project was never started for lack of funds. Congress approved the bill to construct this memorial in 1910. Construction began in 1914, and the memorial was opened to the public in 1922. The Memorial is visited by millions of visitors each year and is the site of many large public gatherings and protests. Martin Luther King, Jr. delivered his famous “I Have a Dream” speech to a crowd by the Lincoln Memorial in 1963. Damaged over the years by heavy visitation and environmental factors, the Lincoln Memorial is currently undergoing a major restoration.

The Library of Congress is the de facto national library of the United States and the research arm of the United States Congress. Located in three buildings in Washington, D.C., it is the largest library in the world by shelf space and holds the largest number of books. The head of the Library is the Librarian of Congress, currently James H. Billington.

Capitol Hill, aside from being a metonym for the United States Congress, is the largest historic residential neighborhood in Washington D.C., stretching easterly in front of the U.S. Capitol along wide avenues. It is one of the oldest residential communities in Washington, and with roughly 35 000 people in just under two square miles, it is also one of the most densely populated. As a geographic feature, Capitol Hill rises in the center of the District of Columbia and extends eastward. Pierre L'Enfant, as he began to develop his plan for the new Federal City in 1791, chose to locate the “Congress House” on the crest of the hill, facing the city, a site that L'Enfant characterized as a “pedestal waiting for a superstructure”.

The Capitol Hill neighborhood today straddles two quadrants of the city, Southeast and Northeast, and a large portion is now designated as the Capitol Hill historic district. The name Capitol Hill is often used to refer to both the historic district and to the larger neighborhood around it. To the east of Capitol Hill lies the Anacostia River, to the north is the H Street corridor, to the south are the Southeast/Southwest Freeway and the Washington Navy Yard, and to the west are the National Mall and the city's central business district.

The National Mall is an open-area national park in downtown Washington, D.C.Oficially termed by the National Park Service the National Mall and Memorial Parks, the term commonly includes the areas that are officially part of West Potomac Park and Constitution Gardens to the west, and often is taken to refer to the entire area between the Lincoln Memorial and the Capitol, with the Washington Monument providing a division slightly west of the center.

Vietnam Veterans Memorial. Deliberately setting aside the controversies of the war, the Vietnam Veterans Memorial honors the men and women who served when their Nation called upon them. The designer, Maya Lin, felt that “the politics had eclipsed the veterans, their service and their lives.” She kept the design elegantly simple to “allow everyone to respond and remember”. The Memorial Wall, designed by Maya Ying Lin, is made up of two black granite walls 75 meters long. The walls are sunk into the ground, with the earth behind them.

Inscribed on the walls with the Optima typeface are the names of servicemen who were either confirmed to be KIA (Killed in Action) or remained classified as MIA (Missing in Action) when the walls were constructed in 1982. They are listed in chronological order, starting at the apex on panel 1E in 1959 (although it was later discovered that the first casualties were military advisers who were killed by artillery fire in 1957), moving day by day to the end of the eastern wall at panel 70E, which ends on May 25, 1968, starting again at panel 70W at the end of the western wall which completes the list for May 25, 1968, and returning to the apex at panel 1W in 1975. Symbolically, this is described as a “wound that is closed and healing”.

The Jefferson Memorial. Situated on the South side of the Tidal Basin, in West Potomac park, the Thomas Jefferson Memorial is one of the cities most picturesque landmarks. Dedicated in 1943, on the 200th anniversary of Jefferson's birth, this simple circular classical white marble monument is in keeping with a style much favored by the third U.S. president, architect, scholar and political thinker. At its center, a towering bronze portrait statue (the plaster one, in position until after WWII, is in the basement, too large to be removed intact) stands on a pedestal. Panels are inscribed with excerpts of Jefferson's writing, including one that best sums up the man: “I have sworn upon the alter of God eternal hostility against every form of tyranny over the mind of man”. The view from the steps is magnificent, especially at night when a halo of blue light crowns the structure. 

The Franklin Delano Roosevelt Memorial in Washington DC is next to the Tidal Basin. 

The Roosevelt Memorial dedicated on May 2, 1997 traces twelve years of American history through a sequence of four outdoor rooms. Each is devoted to one of President Roosevelt's terms of office. 

The memorial has several statues with one showing Roosevelt in a wheeled chair and another depicting him riding in a car during his first inaugural. 

Pennsylvania Avenue is a street in Washington, D.C. joining the White House and the United States Capitol. Called “America's Main Street”, it is the location of official parades and processions, as well as protest marches and civilian protests. Moreover, Pennsylvania Avenue is an important commuter route and is part of the National Highway System.

“7 SEVEN - STEP Method for developing GOOD HABITS”.

1. IDENTIFY: recognize a lack, problem

2. UNDERSTAND: Expand your mental map of how you want to change.

To commit means to make a serious decision to promise ourselves to eliminate a bad habit and acquire a good one.
4. PLAN: Work out a road map to victory.

5. ACT: Put your plan into action.

We must do the tasks we committed. The first action steps of habit formation or elimination are clearly the most difficult, and we should be aware of it. We must constantly remind ourselves why we set up the goals.
6. SELF - MONITOR: Regularly check how you are doing.

Real change doesn’t just happen. We have to control and remind ourselves all day long. Without this critical self - monitoring, it is likely all our efforts will simply drift away.
7. PERSIST: Stay with it. Persistence is the ability to stick to a task or goal until it is COMPLETED.

If we persevere, we not only reach the goal of acquiring a new habit, but also strengthen out habit or perseverance.

Wild Animals and Domestic Animals
Animals could be mainly divided into two parts as wild and domestic. However, the domestic animals that live under wild conditions are called Feral Animals. It is not very difficult to understand a domestic animal from a wild animal, by looking at them, as there are many differences exhibited between them.

Wild Animals
All the species start their journeys on Earth as wild species, some stay as wild, but some become domesticated. Animals that live in wild conditions without being domesticated are the wild animals. It would be important to note that there may be a portion of a particular species found in wild while the rest has been domesticated, such as elephants. In fact, there are only few species that have become completely domesticated such as dogs, chicken, or cattle. Wild animals live the life that has been gifted from the Mother Nature, which is far from the human influence. They would not have to obey commands of humans but can live on their own.
Wild animals have their own preferences to survive in the environment that they live. However, they face an array of problems caused by humans or anthropogenic activities. Hence, the free roaming environment has been reduced to small areas compared to the earlier situations. As a result, the human - wildlife conflict has been resulted. Wild animals raid on agricultural crops, destruct human habitations, or they can even kill humans for food in worst cases. However, wild animals have been a great source of information for the world of science. Wild animals are sometimes a great source of income, which can be earned through tourism - related activities. If sustainable harvesting is practised, wild animals could be reasonably used as a source of protein for humans, as well.

Domestic Animals
The definition of domestic animal includes three types known as companion, livestock, and working animals. People have been domesticating animals under their control to gain economic benefits through agricultural purposes. Humans control their behaviours, feeding, and other biological requirements. People even manipulate the genetic backgrounds of domestic animals through selective breeding. Farm animals have been important to fulfil milk and protein requirements, and the dogs have been useful for protection, and large animals (viz. horses, elephants, donkeys… etc.) have been vital for fulfilling working purposes. However, the relationship is crucial in handling the domestic animals because they are well capable of injuring the humans sometimes to death. However, domestic animals have played a major role in the human, in cultures including entertainment, agriculture, transportation, and companionship.

Kazakhstan flora and fauna overview 

Over six thousand kinds of plants are growing in Kazakhstan (from them 515 - only here), on its open spaces it is possible to meet about 500 kinds of birds, 178 kinds of animals, 49 kinds of reptiles, 12 kinds of amphibians, and in the rivers and lakes - 107 kinds of fishes. 

A variety of invertebrate animals here is even more: not only there are more then thousand kinds of insects. Mollusks, worms, spiders, crustaceous and others living in Kazakhstan are not less than 30 thousand kinds.

 To begin the conversation about animals and pland word of North America is better to start with explanation of climate conditions and gografical situation of the region, in order to clear understanding of such a wide diversity of spices.

     USA encompasses about 21.5 million km², between latitudes 26° and 85° N, and longitudes 15° W and 173° E, and it stretches from the Florida Keys northward to Ellesmere Island, and from Greenland westward to Attu Island in the Aleutian Archipelago. Widest in the north, the continent narrows sharply at the Gulf of Mexico. South of the United States border with Mexico, it tapers gradually to the Isthmus of Panama. It is surrounded by three oceans---the Arctic, Pacific, and Atlantic, respectively to the north, west, and east---and by the Gulf of Mexico to the south. It is separated from northeast Asia by the Pacific Ocean, and by the epicontinental Bering Sea, the Chukchi Sea, and the connecting Bering Strait. The Greenland and Norwegian seas, as well as the North Atlantic Ocean, separate North America from Europe and link the Atlantic to the Arctic Ocean; the Denmark Strait divides Greenland from Iceland. The Strait of Florida divides North America from the West Indies (Cuba).

    John Constable was born at East Bergholt, Suffolk, on June 11, 1776. He was the son of the rich miller. The countryside around his birthplace is pastoral and gently undu​lating, marked chiefly by the low hills flank​ing Dedham Vale, along which the River Stour ran. The artist’s father, Golding Con​stable, owned mills on the banks of the riv​er, made navigable by locks in the 18th cen​tury. The landscape setting of his early years influenced Constable greatly. His choice came to be limited to a small group of plac​es in which his affections were deeply en​gaged, all sharing the pastoral quality of the scenes of his childhood. He showed an early aptitude for drawing landscape and capturing climatic effects in his locality. He was later to say: “These (Suffolk) scenes made me an artist”.

              A youthful friendship with an artisan who was an amateur painter aroused Constable’s own ambitions; but up to his 20th year his work was painfully lacking in ability, and it was intended that he should follow his fa​ther’s calling. He went to London in 1799 to begin his formal artistic training in the schools of the Royal Academy. At this time the mod​el for landscape painting in England was still the classical ideal landscape of the 17th centu​ry. Works by Claude Lorrain and Nicolas Poussin* were in every large collection, and a contemporary artist was expected to conform to the principles of formal composition, light​ing, and detailed finish which marked their pictures and even to imitate their tonality, distorted though this might be by a century or more of discoloured varnish.

* Qelee Claude known as Claude Lorrain (1600-1682)—French painter, achieved renown as painter of idyllic landscapes and seascapes;

Poussin, Nicolas (1594-1665) — most significant 17th-century French painter, a master of the Classical school.

            Constable re​alized that within such limitations he could not paint the English countryside as he saw it, and in his search for more suitable meth​ods he created his own art.

             In 1802, he began the practice of sketching in oils in the open air, the form of study, which he continued throughout his life. His nature sketches are fresh and brilliant and give direct contact with the mind of the artist, but to him they were the exercises and the raw material out of which he could create more ambitious and logically con​structed landscape. Constable’s originality was soon recognized and he received help from Benjamen West*, the president of the Royal Academy.

* West, Benjamen (1738-1820) — American-born artist, who set up in London in 1763.

Constable, John) (1776-1837), английский пейзажист. Родился 11 июня 1776 в Ист-Бергхолте (графство Суффолк). В 1799 поступил в Королевскую Академию искусств, в 1829 был избран члены Академии. 
Позднее признание творчества художника было отчасти обусловлено его принципиально новой, не соответствовавшей нормам академического искусства трактовкой природы. Новизна пейзажей Констебла стала результатом его глубокого научного интереса к эффектам отраженного света, которые он тщательно изучал. Физик Майкл Фарадей и химик Джордж Филд восхищались работами художника. В первом варианте картины Телега для сена (Лондон, музей Виктории и Альберта) Констебл благодаря тонкому умению различать цветовые и световые нюансы передал многочисленные градации тона и оттенки цвета. Однако в другом варианте той же картины (1821, Лондон, Национальная галерея) он, предвидя критику в адрес своего необычного живописного стиля, заменил свежесть "первого впечатления" (по его собственному выражению) более сдержанной, почти монохромной цветовой гаммой, что привело к утрате ощущения сиюминутности и изменчивости. Открытия Констебла, близкие поискам естествоиспытателей 19 в., а также голландских художников 17 в. Хоббемы, Рейсдала и Кейпа, оказали большое влияние на его последователей за пределами Англии, в первую очередь на французских импрессионистов. Умер Констебл в Лондоне 31 марта 1837.

The definition of domestic animal includes three types known as companion, livestock, and working animals. People have been domesticating animals under their control to gain economic benefits through agricultural purposes. Humans control their behaviours, feeding, and other biological requirements. People even manipulate the genetic backgrounds of domestic animals through selective breeding.    Canada's history is an exciting story of development of a vast wilderness into a great nation. Most experts believe that the first people who lived on this land came from Asia about 15000 years ago. They came over a land bridge that once connected Asia and North America. Their descendants are known today as Indians. The ancestors of the Eskimos came to Alaska after them probably about 5000 years ago.
In 1497, John Cabot, an Italian navigator in the service of England, found rich fishing grounds off Canada's south- east coast. His discovery led to the European exploration of Canada. France set up a colony in eastern Canada in the early 1600's. Great Britain gained control of the country in 1763, and thousands of British emigrants came to Canada. In 1867, the French and English-speaking Canadians helped to create a united colony called the Dominion of Canada. Two groups worked together to settle the country and to develop its great mineral deposits and other natural resources.

Canada gained its independence from Britain in 1931. During the middle of 20th century, hard-working Canadians turned their country into an economic giant.

Today Canada is a leading producer of wheat, oats, and barley, Canada also ranks among the world's top manufacturing countries, and it is a major producer of electric power.

Throughout its history, Canada has often been troubled by lack of unity among its people. French Canadians, most of whom live in the province of Quebec, have struggled to preserve their own culture. They have long been angered by Canadian policies based on British traditions. Many of them support a movement to make Quebec a separate nation. People in Canada's nine other provinces also frequently favour local needs over national interests.

Canada is the second largest country in the world. Only Russia has a greater land area. Canada is situated in North America. Canada is slightly larger than the United States, but has only about a tenth as many people. About 28 million people live in Canada. About 80 % of the population live within 320 km of the southern border. Much of the rest of Canada is uninhabited or thinly populated because of severe natural conditions.

Canada is a federation of 10 provinces and 2 territories. Canada is an independent nation. But according to the Constitution Act of 1982 British Monarch, Queen Elizabeth II of the United Kingdom is recognized as Queen of Canada. This symbolizes the country's strong ties to Britain. Canada was ruled by Britain completely until 1867, when Canada gained control of its domestic affairs. Britain governed Canada's foreign affairs until 1931, when Canada gained full independence.

Canada's people are. varied. About 57 % of all Canadians have some English ancestry and about 32 % have some French ancestry. Both English and French are official languages of the country. French Canadians, most of whom live in the provinces of Quebec, have kept the language and customs of their ancestors. Other large ethnic groups are German, Irish and Scottish people. Native people—American Indians and Eskimos — make up about 2 % of the country's population." 77 % of Canada's people live in cities or towns. Toronto and Montreal are the largest urban areas. Ottawa is the capital of the country.

Today, maintaining a sense of community is one of the major problems in Canada because of differences among the provinces and territories. Many Canadians in western and eastern parts of the country feel that the federal government does not pay enough attention to their problems. 80 % of Quebec's population are French Canadians. Many of them believe that their province should recieve a special recognition in the Canadian constitution.
History of Canada - История Канады

Fauna of Great Britain.The island of Great Britain, along with the rest of the archipelago known as the British Isles, has a largely temperateenvironment. Animal diversity is modest due to several factors including; the size of the land area, seasonalchanges and the age of the habitats found on the island. The fact that Great Britain has such a small area, meansthat the number of species that can evolve is severely limited because there is not enough land mass to supportextensive animal diversity. The environment and the ecology is also very young due to the appearance of an IceAge, which means that there has been much less time for such diversity to develop. In most of Great Britain there isa temperate climate which receives high levels of precipitation and medium levels of sunlight. Further northwards,the climate becomes colder and coniferous forests appear replacing the largely deciduous forests of the south. Theseasonal changes that occur across the country means that plants have to cope with many changes linked to levelsof sunlight, and this has led to a lack of plant diversity. Ultimately this has limited animal speciation anddiversification because there are fewer edible types of vegetation in the habitats found on the island. Since the mideighteenth century, Great Britain has gone through industrialisation and increasing urbanisation. This has had amajor impact on indigenous animal populations. Song birds in particular are becoming more scarce and habitat losshas affected larger mammalian species. Some species have however adapted to the expanding urban environment,particularly the Red Fox, which is the most successful urban mammal after the Brown Rat.

 The fauna of the United States of America is all the animals living in the Continental United States and its surrounding seas and islands, the Hawaiian Archipelago, Alaska in the Arctic, and several island-territories in the Pacific and in the Caribbean. The U.S. has arguably the most diverse fauna in the world and has many distinctive indigenous species found nowhere else on Earth. With most of the North American continent, the U.S. lies in the Nearctic faunistic realm, a region containing an assemblage of species similar to northern parts of Africa and Eurasia.An estimated 432 species of mammals characterize the fauna of the continental U.S.More than 800 species of bird[3] and there are more than 100,000 known species of insects.There are 311 known reptiles, 295 amphibians and 1154 known fish species in the U.S.Known animals that exist in all of the lower 48 include white-tailed deer, bobcat, raccoon, muskrat, striped skunk, barn owl, American mink, American beaver, North American river otter and red fox. The red-tailed hawk is one of the most widely distributed hawks not only in the U.S., but in the Americas.

Huge parts of the country with the most distinctive indigenous wildlife are protected as national parks. In 2013, the U.S. had more than 6770 national parks or protected areas, all together more than 1,006,619 sq. miles (2,607,131 km2) The first national park was Yellowstone National Park in the state of Wyoming, established in 1872. Yellowstone National Park is widely considered to be the finest megafaunawildlife habitat in the U.S. There are 67 species of mammals in the park, including the gray wolf, the threatened lynx, and the grizzly bear.

The sea is connected with the Atlantic by the North Channel between Northern Ireland and Scotland and bySt. George’s Channel between the southeastern tip of Ireland and southwestern Wales. The sea is about 130 miles (210 km) long and 150 miles (240 km) wide. Its total area is approximately 40,000 square miles (100,000 square km). Its greatest depth measures about 576 feet (175 m) at the Mull of Galloway, near the sea’s junction with the North Channel. In classical times the Irish Sea was known as Oceanus Hibernicus.

There are two principal islands in the Irish Sea. The Isle of Man lies in the centre of the northern part, and Anglesey lies close to the coast of North Wales. Geologic studies seem to indicate that the Irish Sea originated by rifting during the Paleogene and Neogene periods (about 65 to 2.6 million years ago), and subsidence of its basins was probably initiated or renewed at that time.

Surface tidal currents reach a speed of more than 4 knots in St. George’s Channel, near the Irish coast, and are locally strong elsewhere. Currents are weakest in the west-central Irish Sea. The greatest ranges of tide occur on the northwest English coast. Tidal streams enter the Irish Sea from both the north and the south, meeting near latitude 54° N, just south of the Isle of Man.

On the sea’s eastern shores, Liverpool is the largest British port; Manchester is joined to the Irish Sea by the Manchester Ship Canal. On the west, Dublin, with extensive quays on the River Liffey, handles much of the cargo trade of the Republic of Ireland. Herring and whiting are fished, and there is some trawling for cod and flatfish. Fleetwood, lying north of Liverpool, is the chief British fishingport, and Ardglass, Portavogie, and Kilkeel are important in Northern Ireland. Dun Laoghaire, Howth, Skerries, and Mornington—all near Dublin—are important fishing ports for the Republic of Ireland.

        Canada is an independent federal parliamentary state. The Queen of Great Britain, Elizabeth II, is the official head of the state, but the Governor General acts as her representative.Canada combines the American federal form of government with the British cabinet system.

As a federation, Canada is made up of ten provinces and two territories. Canadian central government in Ottawa represents all the peoples of Canada. Each province has its own government and parliament.

Parliament of Canada consists of two houses, the Upper House called the Senate, and the Lower House called the House of Commons. The Senate has 104 members. Senators are appointed by the Governor General on the recommendation of the Prime Minister. The Senate has less power than the House of Commons. Members of the House of Commons are elected for a term of five years.The cabinet system of Canada unites the legislative and the executive branches. The Prime Minister and the Cabinet are usually members of the House of Commons, which is the highest authority in the government. The Cabinet consists of 20 or more ministers, chosen by the Prime Minister from leaders of the majority party in the House of Commons.

Today most of the Governor General’s powers have disappeared and he follows the directions of the Cabinet.

The two leading political parties in Canada are the Progressive Conservative Party and the Liberal Party. The New Democratic Party is also rather influential.

The Constitution of the country was only adopted in 1982.

The capital of Canada is Ottawa, which is situated on the bank of the Ottawa River. It is famous for its beautiful parks. It is also known as the city of bridges. The main cities are Toronto, Montreal and Vancouver. Official languages of Canada are English and French. Nearly 60 percent of the population speak English and 27 percent speak French. Политическая система Канады

Система образования Канады
В целом образование в Канаде выглядит так:
· elementary – начальная школа;

· secondary (в провинциях Ontario, Manitoba; эта ступень включает в себя еще и профессиональное образование – Cegep* (в провинции Quebec) или junior high и senior high (в провинциях Atlantic Canada, Alberta & Northwest Territories, British Columbia & Yukon Territory);

· post-secondary – колледж или университет.
* Cegep – французская аббревиатура, означающая колледж общего и профессионального образования. Обучение представляет собой 2 года общего или 3 года технического образования между средней школой и университетом.
Primary and Secondary Schools
(начальная и средняя школа)
– государственные школы (public schools);
– частные школы (private schools) – только для девочек, только для мальчиков или смешанные.
В первый класс дети отправляются в возрасте около 6 лет. Школьный год обычно длится с сентября по июнь, но набор возможен и в январе.
Продолжение обучения в средней школе составляет 11, 12 или 13 классов в зависимости от провинции.
Community colleges / Technical institutes
(общественные/технические колледжи)
175 учреждений послешкольного образования имеют в своем официальном названии слова Community college, Technical Institute, University college и Cegep. Восемнадцать из них имеют право присуждать академические и прикладные степени (applied degrees). В этих учебных заведениях студенты получают профессионально-ориентированное образование.
Значительное число выпускников университетов, уже имеющих академическую степень, поступают в колледж для того, чтобы получить конкретные профессиональные навыки. Учебные планы двух- и трехгодичных программ сочетают в себе изучение общих академических специализаций и профессиональную направленность.
Программы, ориентированные на получение работы (включая apprenticeship – получение специальности непосредственно на рабочем месте – или курсы для продолжающих обучение) обычно бывают разнообразны – от обучения различным технологиям до творческих дисциплин.
Колледжи также поддерживают Центры по Совершенствованию (Centres of Excellence) в таких областях, как информационные технологии, шахтерское дело, охрана окружающей среды, гостиничное дело и туризм. Другие программы затрагивают здравоохранение, бизнес, прикладное искусство, академическую подготовку, социальные службы, подготовку к поступлению в университеты.
Career Colleges
(технические/карьерные колледжи)
Технические / карьерные колледжи – частные заведения с ускоренным обучением студентов. Упор при этом делается на практическом обучении. Эти колледжи специализируются в таких областях, как бизнес, компьютеры, секретарское дело. Несмотря на то, что это частные школы, они подчиняются местным органам управления, что является доказательством хорошего качества обучения.
University Colleges
(университетские колледжи)
Университетские колледжи являются составной частью канадской университетской системы и предлагают студентам на выбор как академически-ориентированные университетские программы для получения степени (degree programmes), так и более практически ориентированные сертификаты и дипломы колледжа (Diplomas and Sertificates).
С другой стороны, университеты также являются частью системы образования в колледжах, поэтому со своей стороны предлагают комбинированные "степень/диплом" программы (degree/diploma programmes) и университетские переводные программы (university transfer programmes).
University
(университеты)
Университеты предлагают широкий выбор программ и полный диапазон степеней от получения первого высшего образования до докторских степеней. Также выпускники могут получить сертификаты и профессиональные степени (professional degrees). Степени, полученные в канадских университетах, равноценны степеням, полученным в университетах США.
Учебный год в университете продолжается, как правило, с сентября по май. Некоторые университеты работают по семестровой или триместровой системе (в этом случае обучение доступно даже летом).
При поступлении необходимо учитывать тот факт, что в Канаде не существует единых для всех университетов квалификационных требований при поступлении, каждый университет устанавливает свои требования самостоятельно.
Так как в Канаде два официальных языка – английский и французский, то иностранные студенты могут получить степень как в "англоговорящем", так и во "франкоговорящем" учебном заведении. В некоторых университетах обучение ведется на обоих языках, так что студенту достаточно владеть хотя бы одним из них.
Иностранным студентам при поступлении необходимо предъявить результаты прохождения одного из общепризнанных экзаменационных тестов по английскому языку. Обратите внимание на то, что результаты TOEFL принимаются всеми университетами, однако некоторые могут принимать результаты других английских тестов, таких, как IELTS, или иметь свои собственные экзамены.
Если вы хотите проходить обучение на французском языке, то необходимо предупредить об этом заранее, потому что стандартизированного международного экзамена по французскому языку в Канаде не существует, поэтому "франкоговорящие" университеты самостоятельно определяют уровень языковых навыков своих абитуриентов.
ESL или FSL программы
(English as a Second Language или French as a Second Language)
В Канаде два официальных языка, так что иностранные студенты могут приобрести любую из этих двух специальностей – ESL или FSL. Также возможно обучение преподавателей. Почти все университеты и Community Colleges имеют программы ESL.
FSL предлагаются как частными, так и государственными учебными заведениями. Большинство "франкоговорящих" школ расположено в провинции Квебек.
Студенты, приезжающие учить иностранный язык на срок до 3-х месяцев, могут использовать туристическую визу (visitor’s visa). С 1 июля 2002 года студенты, приезжающие по туристической визе, могут изучать иностранный язык сроком до 6 месяцев.
СИСТЕМА ОБРАЗОВАНИЯ В КАНАДЕ
Вводная информация
По законодательству провинций, Канада предоставляет свободное образование, начиная с начальной и вплоть до средней школы. Сверх этого плата за обучение должна быть отдана в так называемые общественные колледжи (например, CEGEPS в Квебеке) и университеты, хотя реальная стоимость образования субсидируется через налоги. Общественные колледжи предоставляют программы обучения сроком от одного года до трех лет в ряду учебных отраслей от графического дизайна до ювелирного дела и до профессий няни. Эти программы обучения преподаются по классам искусств, бизнеса, науки и технологии и службам охраны здоровья. Университеты обеспечивают высшую академическую и профессиональную подготовку.

На начальных уровнях образования есть две основные системы школьного обучения, которые известны как общественная и раздельная. Обе являются бесплатными, и по существу одинаковы, но последняя предназначена для католиков и предлагает в большей степени религиозное обучение. Каждый может выбрать ту или другую, но две системы имеют разрыв гораздо больший, чем религиозное вероисповедание.

Французские воспитательные программы, используя которые английские дети учат все предметы на французском, довольно популярны в Канаде.

Существует значительное количество частных школ, но нет настоящей системы частного образования. Школы, которые относятся к этой категории, используют оригинальные методы, как например технология Валдорф и Монтессори.

Система образования подвергалась постоянному критическому рассмотрению в последние годы. Ученики, которые оканчивают старшие классы средней школы плохо справляются с международными тестированиями и могут быть названы по существу неграмотными и согласно мнению лидеров делового мира, слабо подготовлены для работы в промышленности.

Национальное исследование 1989 года выявило, что 62 % канадцев имеют достаточные навыки в чтении, чтобы прожить обыденный канадский день вполне компетентно. С тех пор предпринимаются усилия, чтобы ужесточать обучение и тестирования по фундаментальным наукам.

Английский либо французский является языком обучения, и некоторые школы обеспечивают обучение на обоих официальных языках. Каждая из десяти провинций имеет возможность устанавливать и поддерживать свою собственную школьную систему. В Квебеке французско-канадская традиция находит последователей в Римских Католических школах. Провинция так же поддерживает Протестантские школы, тем не менее, хорошо посещаемые. Хотя Канада не имеет центрального министерства образования, федеральное правительство обеспечивает школы для детей коренных американцев в резервациях, заключенных федеральных каторжных тюрем и детей военных.
История канадской образовательной системы
Первые канадские школы, которые были созданы по религиозным указам Французской Католической Церкви, датируются началом семнадцатого века. Высшее образование появилось в 1635 году в Квебеке. После передачи Канады из французской под британскую юрисдикцию в 1763 в системе образования начало выявляться наличие духовных, правительственных и частных светских школ. К началу 19 века заметно становление больших университетов, начиная с университета Мак Гилл в 1821 году, а затем университета в Торонто в 1827 году и университета в Оттаве в 1848 году. После окончания Второй Мировой Войны в 1945 году, произошло примечательное расширение в системе высшего образования. Было основано много новых университетов, старые же увеличились в размерах, компетенции и влиянии. Федеральное и окружные правительства спонсируют университетскую систему в Канаде, и студенты оплачивают только незначительную часть стоимости обучения. Университеты все еще являются преобладающими учреждениями высшего образования, но число неуниверситетских учреждений высшего образования, в особенности общественных колледжей, особенно возросло в последние десятилетия.
Начальные и средние школы
Обучение в основном обязательно для детей от 6 или 7 и до 15 или 16 лет, в зависимости от провинции, в которой они живут, и бесплатно до окончания ими средней школы. В начале 1990–х в Канаде было более 16000 начальных и средних школ с общим числом учеников примерно в 5,3 миллиона.
Система канадских специализированных школ
В начале1990-х Канада содержала 19 специализированных школ для слепых и глухих. Суммарное число учеников в них составляло приблизительно 2400 детей, которым преподавали 575 учителей. В это время в Канаде существовало несколько школ для умственно отсталых детей;
и, кроме того:
Система яслей, которые ранее находились в специальных школах при госпиталях, была передана общественным колледжам, число которых составляло 203 в начале 1990-х. Аналогично, учительское преподавание было передано от специальных учреждений к колледжам и университетам.
История канадских университетов
В начале 1990-х в Канаде было 69 университетов и колледжей, которые присваивали ученую степень, в которых постоянно училось 572900 студентов. Среди наиболее крупных университетов страны можно выделить следующие: Университет Альберты (основан в 1906) и Университет в Калгари (основан в 1945) в Альберте; Университет Британской Колумбии (основан в 1908) и Университет Симона Фрейзера (основан в 1963) в Британской Колумбии; Университет Манитобы (основан в 1877); Университет Монктона (основан в 1864) и Университет Нью Брансвика (основан в 1785), в Нью Брансвике; Университет Монреаля (основан в 1878), и университет Квебека (основан в 1968), в Квебеке; и Университет Саскачевана (основан в 1907).

   The Saguaro CactusWhere do saguarosgrow?Saguaro cacti, Carnegiea gigantea, only grow in the Sonoran Desert. However,they do not grow in all parts of the Sonoran Desert. The map at left re p -resents the range of the Sonoran Desert (crosshatch) with an overlay of the range of the saguaro cactus (solid).The range of the saguaro is limited by freezing temperatures in winter.How do saguarosgrow?Saguaros are a very slow growing

cactus. In Saguaro National Park,studies indicate that a saguaro grows between 1 and 1.5 inches in the first

eight years of its life.These tiny, young saguaros are very hard to find as they grow under the protection of a “nurse tree”, most often a palo verde, ironwood or mes- quite tree. As the saguaro continues to grow, its much older nurse tree may die. Some scientists believe that com- petition from the saguaro may lead to the death of the nurse tree by taking water and nutrients from the soil in the immediate area.As a saguaro begins to age, growth rates vary depending on climate, precipitation and location. We do know that the period of greatest

growth in a saguaro cactus is from unbranched to branched adult. Here at Saguaro National Park,

branches normally begin to appear when a saguaro reaches 50 to 70 years

of age. In areas of lower precipitation, it may take up to 100 years before arms appear.When a saguaro reaches 35 years of age it  begins to produce flowers. Though normally found at the terminal end of the main trunk and arms, flowers may also occur down the sides of the plant. Flowers will continue to be produced throughout a saguaro’s lifetime. An adult saguaro is generally consid- ered to be about 125 years of age. It may weigh 6 tons or more and be as tall as 50 feet. The average life span of a saguaro is probably 150 - 175 years of age. However, biologists believe that some plants m

     The library of Congress in Washington D.C. is the national Library in the USA. When, in 1800, Congress bought the first volumes for 5.000 dollars, no one expected that it’ll grow into a treasure of 76 million objects. First all objects were gathered in the Capitol, but Congress decided to build a new building for its library. Congress required 16 years to select & approve a design. A new building was opened in 1897. (1.2.3.4)


Let’s enter inside (5.6.7.8.9). The main reading room has 45.000 volumes on open shelves (10). The library has 20.000.000 books, rare & unique. For example, books which smaller than a man’s hand, (11) books with fore-edge painting (12.13) & so on. 


The library of Congress also has a great number of maps, even very old one.(14) The library has also a collection of fine prints (15). &, of course, photos. The library represent 3.500 original images. For example, one of the earliest known pictures of Abraham Lincoln & his bride in velvet lined box. (16). It is also has an Indic, Japan, France & other country units, which consist of magazines, books periodicals of the country & so on. (17.18)


The library of Congress owns musical instruments, for example 5 Stradivari violins (19), flutes (20).
