1. 0n April 22nd, people all over the world will celebrate the 43rd
anniversary of Earth Day. Besides conducting environmentally
friendly projects within their communities, over one billion peo-
ple are also expected to participate in demonstrations to voice
their concern about the horrible effects of global warming on
our planet.
