5. Summing up.
1. Warming up. Setting the aims of the class.

Teacher: Good morning! How are you today? How do you like today’s weather? Isn’t the day great? How many periods do you have today?

Today we are speaking about students’ life. Is it easy or difficult? Having periods, doing homework, making reports and presentations, keeping late hours, getting up early, etc. And on the other hand making new friends, going to the concerts, having parties… 
2. Introducing a new student.

 A new student is in your group! Let me introduce Olga. 

3. A talk “Our College”.

- Hello! My name is Olga. I’ll be in your group now.

- Where did you study before?

- I went to School 4. I want to ask you about college life. Is it different from school life?

- Well, it depends on what you are interested in. We, too, in college have lessons, and marks; teachers give us homework, and there are examinations and tests.

- Well, I see. But, then, is there any difference between a school and a college?

- Why, of course. First, at college we have special subjects in our curriculum. It’s really interesting. Second, if you work regularly, attend all the lectures and seminars, and get good marks, you will be given a scholarship. If you are at the top of the group, and have excellent marks, the scholarship will be higher.

- It sounds very nice, I must say. Now, please, describe your usual day at college.

- The classes begin at 8.30.The teacher calls the register. We have several lectures and seminars every day, and work in workshops. Students also can stay at college after classes to do research.

- How are students assessed?

- We have exams and credit tests twice a year. But of course, it’s important how you work during the year.

- Well, I see. Now, what about the holidays? They are not the same as at school, are they?

- We have holidays only two times a year: two weeks in January and two and a half months in summer.

a)                                “ A Talk with a Sleepy- Head”

- Good morning! May I come in?

- Aren’t I late? What’s the time?

- The bell went ten minutes ago.

- Sorry. I first went to the canteen, then I went to the library…

- Really? Then you’d better see the doctor. Will you go now?

- I don’t think I will. I think I’d better leave the coat in the cloak-room.

b)                                              “What is Your Diet?”

If you live in a hostel, you may face some problems. One of them is getting proper meals at regular hours. It’s an open secret that students living in the hostel have the same problem. Listen to the girls discussing their diets.

- Hi! How are you?

- Dog-tired and hungry. Otherwise all right.

- Oh! What is it?

- Well, a take away!

- Again you are eating junk food. Suppose, you’ve skipped your breakfast?

- Certainly! I have less time to prepare a breakfast and eat a proper meal than you.

- Poor thing! I prefer home cooked food to fast food. I think snacks in your favourite fast-food restaurants ruin your health.

- Really? I wouldn’t say so. These restaurants save my time for work and leisure. Besides, burgers, chocolate ice-cream and coffee are so delicious!

- If I were you, I would eat more raw vegetables, fruit, rye bread, and drink green tea.

- Why?

- In order to be healthy and fit.

- Well, maybe someday I’ll follow your advice.

c)                              “I’ve Lost My Credit Card!”

d)                                          “Intrusive Campers”

Our students are would-be teachers and do various kinds of practice.  We have a great opportunity to work as counsellors for summer camps. Some of the students are quite enthusiastic and some are very reluctant to do their practice. Listen to the talk of a counselor and some campers.

e)                                            “At an English Lesson”

Now we are at an English lesson. Let’s do some tasks to get to know each other better.

- “Yes/No” game. Mind your intonation and short answers! General questions are pronounced with the rising tone.
- Am I a teacher?                                   - Yes, you are.

- Are you a student?                              - Yes, I am.

- Are you English?                                - No, I’m not.

- Do you speak English?                       - Yes, I do.

- Does your friend speak English?        - Yes, she does, but only a little.

- Are you eighteen?                               - Yes, I am.

- Are you a first year student?              - No, I’m not.

- Is your future speciality History?       - No, it isn’t.

- Do you live with your parents?          - Yes, I do.

- Is your family large?                           - No, it isn’t.

- Do you live in London?                      - No, I don’t.

- Is your house far from the college?     - Yes, it is.

- Jumbled dialogues. Divide into two groups. Take the cards. Put them in the correct order to get sense. Read. Mind your intonation! Special questions are pronounced with the falling tone.

- Do you travel for pleasure or on business?

- Both.

- By air. It combines comfort and speed.
